Minutes of a Meeting held at 7pm on Tuesday, 14th November 2017 

In the Parish Council Meeting Room, Church Lane, South Wootton
1. PRESENT: Mr D Price, Mr J Smallwood, Mrs T Banks, Mr S Scales, Mr R Williamson,  Mr A Evans, Mr H Hofmeister, Mrs D Gotts, Mr M Narborough, Mr K Reynolds,  Mr S Wells, Mrs T L Cornwell (Parish Clerk) and Mrs M Kirby (Assistant Parish Clerk).

2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING: – 10th October 2017, these were proposed as a correct record by Mr Smallwood, seconded by Mr Narborough, with one abstention, all other members were in favour and they were signed by the Chairman.

3. DECLARATION OF INTERESTS: – Mr Smallwood and Mrs Banks declared an interest as they are Allotment Tenants.
4. QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC: – None present 
5. TO RECEIVE A PRESENTATION FROM AMANDA DRIVER, THE COMMUNITY INFRASTRUCTURE LEVY (CIL) MONITORING AND COMPLIANCE OFFICER: - Mr Price welcomed Mrs Driver to the evenings meeting and explained that she was present to explain the process regarding the new Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) payments.

(See attached presentation)
Mrs Driver confirmed that CIL is a tax on the up lift of floor space and developers have up to 90 days after commencement of the work to make payment.

She stated that all CIL forms relating to a development are available and can be viewed on Public Access on the BCKLWN Website.

Mrs Driver was pleased to confirm that as South Wootton has an adopted Neighbourhood Plan in place, 25% of any CIL monies will come directly to the Parish Council to be spent on the support of Infrastructure.

Mrs Driver explained that some developments are exempt to the Community Infrastructure Levy and stated that extensions to properties are not liable.
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Mrs Driver referred to her presentation sheets and confirmed that a payment of £1,209 has already been paid to the Parish Council in respect of a new single dwelling built within the Parish.

A further development of 26 dwellings has also just paid its first instalment of £10,061.25 with further payments of £10,061.25 due in April 2019 and £20,122.50 due in April 2020.
Mrs Cornwell confirmed that the Parish Council has decided to spend its first payment of £1,209 on a Community Defibrillator to be sited on the external wall of the Village Hall.

Mr Smallwood enquired about the possible developments in the Knights Hill area and said that only a narrow strip of the site sits within the South Wootton boundary, he asked if CIL would only be paid on houses within South Wootton.
Mrs Driver confirmed that only properties built within the South Wootton boundary would provide CIL for South Wootton Parish.

Mr Price said that including the Camland and Clayland development sites, an estimate of the number of properties in South Wootton would possibly be around 150 to 200.

Mrs Driver stated that a development the size of Knights Hill would likely pay the Community Infrastructure Levy under an instalment policy of possibly five years; she said that CIL can be accumulated over five years before it is spent, or for large projects the time could be longer.

Finally, Mrs Driver spoke regarding the BCKLWN CIL Fund and said that currently there is around £71,000 in the pot; she confirmed that the Parish Council can also apply for additional funds for projects from the CIL fund.
With no other comments or questions, Mr Price thanked Mrs Driver for attending the meeting and providing her presentation.

Mrs Driver said that she would provide Mrs Cornwell with an E-mail copy of the presentation and she left the meeting.

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7. REPORTS FROM THE COMMITTEES:
Assets  
Allotments:  Mr Narborough confirmed that no meeting had been held since the last Parish Council meeting; however he wished to inform members that an Allotment Inspection had been carried out on 13th November 2017.

Mr Narborough said that the Allotment Plots were generally in good order; however said that letters would be sent to the tenants of odd ones which need improvement.

Grass Cutting:   Mrs Cornwell spoke regarding the Grass Cutting within the Parish and explained that she had noticed that the grass in the Cemetery and other areas is still growing and has become quite long and untidy.

Mrs Cornwell asked members if they would be happy if she asked CGM Ltd to carry out an additional cut.

Mr Smallwood commented that the grass on the Green had also become very long.
After discussion, Mr Price proposed that the Parish Council should ask CGM Ltd to carry out an additional Grass cut on all Contractual Areas; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour.

Mr Scales suggested that the matter should be considered when setting the budget for next year.

Finance 
Bank Statements and Bank Reconciliation: Mrs Cornwell reminded members that it is necessary/good practice to have the Bank Statements and Bank Reconciliation checked and initialled at the monthly Parish Council Meetings where all Parish Councillors were present.
Mrs Cornwell provided Mr Price with the Bank Statements and explained the Bank Balance, the total of Unpresented Cheques and the Balance of the Current Account and Treasury Deposit Account.  These amounts altogether correspond with amounts in the Cashbook.

Once Mr Price was happy that these balanced he initialled the Bank Statement. 
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Planning 
In the absence of Mr Bland, Mr Price confirmed that two meetings had been held since the last Parish Council meeting.
Street Naming - 9 Acre Field: Mr Price referred to the Planning Committee minutes of 23rd October 2017 and confirmed that correspondence had been received from Mr Christopher Copeland at the Borough Council Street Naming and Numbering department. Mr Copeland had pointed out that an additional street name is required for the proposed new development site. 

Mr Price stated that after contacting Mr David Allberry to confirm that the name of his grandfather was; Mr Leonard Dean Sandbach, Mr Price proposed, seconded by Mr Wells that the main road leading into the site down to the proposed new Car Park should be called Sandbach Road and the road off to the left (as you look at the site) should be called Leonard Close. This was unanimously agreed.

Meeting held on Tuesday 14th November 2017, at 8.30am to discuss the proposed developments for South Wootton: Mr Price referred to the circulated minutes which Mrs Cornwell had kindly produced from the meeting held earlier in the day (See attached).

He said that along with himself, Mr Bland, Borough Councillors Mr Daubney and Mrs Nockolds, Mr David Goddard and Mrs Cornwell had been in attendance.

He said that it had been a good meeting and those in attendance had agreed to continue to work together to fight the developments.

Mr Price confirmed that when the Planning Applications for the various sites are submitted, both Cllr Nockolds and Cllr Daubney have said that they are happy to speak at the Borough Council’s Planning meetings. 
Mr Price said that in addition, he on behalf of the Parish Council, Mr Goddard and Sir Henry Bellingham MP would also be allowed to speak.

Mr Price stated that the Parish Council will continue to do everything it has done in the past and will continue to reiterate its comments.

It was confirmed that no final proposals have yet been submitted, and only Outline applications have been made.
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Mr Price explained that Cllr Nockolds had said at the meeting that she had spoken to Mr Stuart Ashworth, Planning Control Manager at the Borough Council who has stated that the Borough Council are waiting for an Environmental Policy          
for the Knight’s Hill site, which is taking some time.  It was suggested that an application may not be seen until the spring time.

Mr Reynolds noted that Sir Henry Bellingham has been in contact with Norfolk County Council Highways Department and has been encouraging a new exit from the development at Knight’s Hill onto the by-pass.

Mr Price said that the Parish Council has discussed a roundabout on the new development with a slip road onto the by-pass to solve the problems of the secondary access/exit.

He said that another possible solution was to provide an exit through the proposed Clayland site to take the pressure off the use of Ullswater Avenue.
Policy 
Mr Smallwood confirmed that a meeting had been held on 8th November 2017 when a number of Policies had been looked at along with the Staff Appraisals.
Financial Regulations and Standing Orders: Mr Smallwood referred to the circulated minutes and explained that a few minor modifications had been made to the documents.

He said that the main amendments to the Standing Orders document could be found in Section 18 (Financial Controls and procurement). Other minor amendments and additions could be found in Section 3 (Meetings Generally), Section 4 (Committees and Sub-committees) and Section 13 (Code of conduct and dispensations).

Mr Smallwood said that the section regarding safeguarding money had been updated within the Financial Regulations document, plus a few other minor amendments.

Mr Smallwood proposed that the Parish Council should adopt both the revised Financial Regulations Document and the revised Standing Orders document; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour.
Other documents: Mr Smallwood confirmed that the Policy Committee had looked at a further seven documents, as follows:

· Action Plan 

· Village Hall Licensing Act 
· Freedom of Information Publication Scheme  
· CCTV Policy  
· South Wootton Village Hall Asbestos Management Plan
· South Wootton Village Hall Risk Assessment
After brief clarification of the various amendments, Mr Smallwood proposed that the Parish Council should adopt the revised documents; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour.
Policy for Proper Use of the Green:  Mr Price explained that following the Beer Festival which was held in August 2017, it had been decided that a Policy should be produced regarding the proper use of the Green.

Mr Price went on to say that he had produced a Policy from information kindly provided by Mr Smallwood and by looking at other documents.

Mr Price said that Mr Jordan had kindly produced a list of suggested amendments to the Policy (circulated) and asked members if they had any other additions or amendments to make.

Members discussed the policy and with one or two other minor amendments, Mr Hofmeister proposed that with the combined suggested amendments, the Parish Council should adopt the Policy for the Proper use of The Green, South Wootton, including Organised Events; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour.

It was agreed that the Policy should be reviewed annually.

Wootton Park: – Mrs Gotts confirmed that the next meeting is scheduled to be held on Tuesday 28th November 2017. 
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South Wootton in Bloom: – Mrs Gotts confirmed that the minutes of the last meeting held on 17th October 2017 had been circulated to all members.
She added that all the planting had now been carried out, including the planting of daffodil bulbs at the Oak Avenue flower bed, and tête-à-tête bulbs in the various baskets and tubs on the Green.

It was confirmed that the three Sorbus Aucuparia (Mountain Ash) trees have now been planted in the Village Hall Car Park and a new White Birch tree has been planted on the green area at Meadow Road.
