Minutes of a Meeting held at 7pm on Tuesday, 14th March 2017

1. PRESENT: Mr D Price, Mr J Smallwood, Mr M Narborough, Rev D Tate, Mr S Scales, Mrs D Gotts, Mr R Williamson, Mr P Bland, Mrs T Banks, Mr H Hofmeister, Mr K Reynolds, Mrs T L Cornwell (Parish Clerk) and Mrs M Kirby (Assistant Clerk).

APOLOGIES: Mr I Jordan, Mrs M Albinson, Mr A Evans and Borough Councillor Mr N Daubney 
2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING: – 14th February 2017, these were proposed as a correct record by Mr Narborough, seconded by Mr Smallwood, with two abstentions, all other members were in favour and they were signed by the Chairman.

3. DECLARATION OF INTERESTS: – Mr Smallwood and Mrs Banks declared an interest as they are Allotment Tenants.
4. QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC: – Mr Price introduced Mr Simon Wells and explained that he was interested in becoming a Parish Councillor and was present at the meeting to simply observe proceedings. 
5. TO RECEIVE A PRESENTATION FROM MRS PIPPA MAY – LILY (LIVING INDEPENDENTLY IN LATER YEARS): - (See attached)
Mrs May explained that she works for a local charity called West Norfolk Befriending and said that they are part of the partnership which delivers LILY.

She said that LILY is a unique organisation, which only exists in West Norfolk.
Mrs May stated that Norfolk County Council, the Borough Council, the Clinical Commissioning Group and four other local charities make up the Partnership.
She said that LILY is an important resource of information for older people.

Mrs May said that West Norfolk Befriending, is one of the delivery partners who gets LILY out into the community by holding information sessions at various locations; Community Groups, Libraries etc.
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She said that the public can access LILY by Telephone, Online, via Home Visits and at Community Locations.

Mrs May circulated some information leaflets along with some iPads to allow Councillors to look at the various pages and information available on the website. 

Mrs May went on to explain that the LILY Project funds Dementia Friendly Home Assessments; measures which could be considered include:

· Signage

· Colour Differentiation ( Coloured toilet Seats)

· Installation of Careline Personal Alarms

· Improved Lighting

· Smoke Detectors

It was said that the Home Assessments are carried out free of charge by a well trained team and are available to anyone who requests one.

Mrs May stated that Mrs Cornwell has details of how West Norfolk Befriending or LILY can be contacted.

Mr Bland asked if Social Services are part of LILY.

Mrs May said they were not, she said that LILY works on the ground and can be contacted at the Care Line & Repair Team, 1 Regis Place, Bergen way, North Lynn Industrial Est. West Norfolk Be-Friending is based at Thoresby College.

Mr Bland stated that he had recently lost his mother at the age of 97 years; he explained the problems he had encountered with Social Services and said that they had shown little care in his situation. 

Rev Tate asked where the range of services that LILY provides overlap with other organisations.

Cllr Nockolds stated that the County Council and the Borough Council work together with their Care and Repair Team, she said that there is an agreement with the CCG and the Hospital for LILY to work with dementia. 

Mrs May stated that local charities work together not against each other and that they often make referrals to each other.

Mrs Banks asked if LILY has a list of recommended Service People.

Mrs May said that LILY refers people to use Trusted Trader, however many of the tradesmen are based in the Norwich area.
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It was said that they do however have access to Careline’s Contractor List, which can be given out.

Mr Price asked members if they had any further questions, with no questions, Mr Price thanked Mrs May for attending and she left the meeting.

6.  REPORTS FROM THE BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS: 

Borough Councilor Nockolds: Cllr Nockolds reported that the Borough Council has renewed its Service Level Agreement with the Museum; she stated that free admission to the Museum had been running from October 2016 through to the end of March 2017.

One of the attractions at the Museum is the Pentney brooches. Cllr Nockolds explained that the Anglo-Saxon silver brooches had been found in the Churchyard of Pentney Church in 1977, she said that two of the six brooches recovered were on display, and some 600 people had been to visit.
Cllr Nockolds said that Service Level Agreements had also been renewed with Festival Too and the Kings Lynn Festival.

It was said that the Hansa Weekend would once again be taking place on the weekend of 21st and 22nd May 2017.

As reported in the local press, the Borough Council is setting up its own lottery which will raise funds for local good causes.
Cllr Nockolds informed members that the Marsh Lane housing project has started, with the completion of the new road - Lynnsport Way, the new rear Lynnsport Car Park, new Tennis Courts and Hockey pitches.

Cllr Nockolds added that a piece of land at the Lynnsport site is to be passed to the County Council to enable a new school to be built in 2019.

The Borough Council has received £1.8 million from the Government for housing in specific areas (Coastal); Cllr Nockolds explained that the Government has given the money to enable the Borough Council to build housing for rent on land already owned by the council.

She said that if the housing is built within a specified time frame, additional funds may be available. 
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Cllr Nockolds was pleased to report that Historic England has been to visit Kings Lynn looking at various new build areas. She said that the whole of the Kings Lynn Town Centre (Borough Council of Kings Lynn and West Norfolk) has been selected to become a Heritage Action Zone.
She said that this would hopefully assist with securing successful Grant Funding applications.

Mrs Banks asked if the Town Centre encompasses Railway Road, she said that one of the buildings in particular is in a very poor condition with plants growing from out of it.

Cllr Nockolds said that she was aware of the building in question, and confirmed that the owner has Planning Permission to convert it in to flats; she said that the Heritage Action Zone will help with such situations.

Mr Narborough spoke regarding the new road – Lynnsport Way, and said that getting around town at times is a nightmare, he added that the new road was brilliant and would alleviate some of the congestion. 

Mr Reynolds spoke regarding the hedges and trees which had to be removed in order to carry out the work at Lynnsport Way and asked if some could be replaced.

Cllr Nockolds said that the Borough Council is currently looking into Grant Funding to carry out replacement of some of the planting and to create a nature area.

Mr Narborough commented that the Cycle path / Footway must be kept clear with good visibility to ensure the safety of pedestrians / cyclists. He added that many school children travel alone via the route and their safety is paramount. 
Cllr Nockolds added that the old apple trees at the Marsh Lane development have been incorporated into the site plans.

Rev Tate spoke regarding the need for affordable homes and suggested that money should be spent clearing the old fuel dumps near to Kilham’s Way, so that new homes can be built.

Cllr Nockolds stated that the Borough Council has purchased land from Morston Assets at Nar Ouse Way for new housing.

Mr Price asked what the current situation is with the relocation of St James Medical Practice to the area of land at Kingsway.
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Cllr Nockolds confirmed that the project is still going ahead; however funding is still awaited from the National Health Service. 

Borough Councilor Daubney: No Report 
County Councilor Law: Cllr Law stated that following a challenging time in his personal life, he would not be standing for re-election.

He said that the Planning and Highways Departments are still in talks regarding the proposed Knights Hill development.
Cllr Law confirmed that he had managed to fulfill his role at the County Council and had attended all meetings including the budget settings.

With no questions, Cllr Law left the meeting.
7. REPORTS FROM THE COMMITTEES:
Assets – Mr Narborough confirmed that a meeting had been held on 1st March 2017, the minutes of which had been circulated to all members.

Allotments: Mr Narborough referred to the minutes and reported that following an elderly tenant deciding to quit his Allotment tenancy due to ill health, a lot of work had to be carried out by BMAC Garden Services.

It was explained that a large dilapidated shed with an Asbestos roof had to be professionally removed from the plot along with other general debris.

It was said that the clearance work had taken six days and two skips had to be hired for the work causing an unexpected total expense of approximately £1,000.

Mr Narborough assured members that the situation would not be allowed to happen again.
Mrs Banks informed members that she had endured a hostile confrontation with an aggressive Allotment Plot Holder regarding Cat Litter being dumped at the Allotments.
Mrs Banks explained that she had approached the man who was removing the dumped Cat Litter from the boundary of his plot and piling it in a heap in the Car Park.

Members discussed the matter and Mr Narborough agreed to make further investigations into the situation.
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Village Hall - Update Air-conditioning:  Mr Narborough spoke regarding the Air-conditioning system and confirmed that it had been successfully installed. He said that members were grateful that the South Wootton Pre-School had funded the project.

Mr Narborough proposed that the Parish Council should send a letter of thanks to Mrs Jenny Rudd and the Trustees of the Pre-School; this was seconded by Mr Williamson with one abstention, all other members were in favour.

Gas Meter Box Replacement:  Mrs Cornwell explained that the Gas Meter Box at the rear of the Village Hall was in need of repair, she explained that it is a large brick built unit with a side door and wooden roof.

Mrs Cornwell said that she had obtained two quotes for the work, one from D & E Builders Ltd for £600 +VAT to reduce the size of the unit, replace the top four courses of bricks, to replace the door and repair the roof.

The other quote had been received from BMAC Garden Services for £384.00. 

After discussion, Mr Narborough proposed that BMAC Garden Services carry out the repair work at a cost of £384.00; this was seconded by Mr Hofmeister with one abstention all other members were in favour
The Green and Open Spaces - Life Ring:  Mrs Cornwell referred to the recent Risk Assessment, which had been agreed by the Parish Council.

She said that included within the Risk Assessment it had been highlighted the need for appropriate warning signage and a Life Ring at the Pond.

Mr Price proposed that the Parish Council should purchase a Housing Unit, a Post Mounting Kit, a 600mm Life Buoy and 50 metres of rope, at a cost of £257.29 +VAT, this was seconded by Mrs Banks with all members in favour.

It was agreed that the Life Ring should be sited at the Pond Car Park behind the SWiB Notice board.

New Dog Waste Bin at Oak Avenue:  Mr Narborough stated that the Assets Committee had discussed the siting of a Dog Waste Bin at Oak Avenue to alleviate the issue of people using the Litter Bin at the Bus Stop.

After discussion, Mr Price proposed that a new Dog Waste Bin should be purchased and installed near to the Oak Avenue Litter Bin; this was seconded by Mrs Gotts with all members in favour.
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Hedge at the entrance to the Pond:  Mr Narborough reported that the hedge at the entrance to the Pond had grown quite large and due to its size was causing poor visibility for cars leaving the Pond area. 

Mr Williamson proposed that CGM Ltd should be asked to cut back the hedge in October 2017; this was seconded by Mr Hofmeister with all members in favour.
Mr Smallwood reported that following Storm Doris, a lot of debris consisting of twigs and branches had been blown from the trees on the Green. 
It was also reported that following recent construction work on the Manor House boundary wall, some of the debris from digging the foundation trench had been deposited in the ditch.

Members felt that the ditch should be reinstated to the original depth and requested that Mrs Cornwell write to the resident concerned.

(Clerks Note: Mrs Cornwell has written to the owners of the Manor House and Mr Narborough will be arranging a meeting).
Finance – Bank Statements and Bank Reconciliation: Mrs Cornwell reminded members that it is necessary/good practice to have the Bank Statements and Bank Reconciliation checked and initialled at the monthly Parish Council Meetings where all Parish Councillors were present.
Mrs Cornwell provided Mr Price with the Bank Statements and explained the Bank Balance, the total of Unpresented Cheques and the Balance of the Current Account and Treasury Deposit Account.  These amounts altogether correspond with amounts in the Cashbook.

Once Mr Price was happy that these balanced he initialled the Bank Statement. 
Planning – Mr Price stated that there had been no Planning Committee meetings held since the last Parish Council meeting in February 2017, however confirmed that two Planning Applications had been approved by the Planning Committee via e-mail:

Horse Field at Avon Road: Mrs Gotts asked whether any update had been received regarding the depositing of rubble at the Horse Field at Avon Road.
Mrs Cornwell stated that the matter had been referred to the Planning Enforcement Team at the Borough Council who has been out to look at the site.

Mrs Cornwell said that the Land Owners and the Owners of the Horses had been asked to either submit the necessary Planning Application or to clear up the site.
16/01937/FM - Land between 102 and 116 Nursery Lane (9 acre field): Mr Price informed members that the Planning application for the Development of 26 dwellings with public open space and visitor’s car park at the 9 acre field has been granted approval.
16/02231/OM - Land West of Knights Hill Village Grimston Road South Wootton:  
Mr Price confirmed that no date had yet been set for the Borough Council to discuss the proposed development at Knights Hill, however comment was made that it may be sometime in June 2017.

Mr Price informed members that the Parish Council had received a copy of a letter from Liz Poole, Principal Engineer and Executive Director of Community and Environmental Services at the County Council regarding the Knights Hill Development.
He read out extracts of the letter and said that the Highways Authority had made the following comments:

· The proposed main access via a roundabout on Grimston Road is accepted as the most appropriate junction form. However this needs to be a minimum of a 40m ICD roundabout which is not that currently proposed.
· This junction also needs to address the needs of Pedestrians and Cyclists.

· The 40mph speed limit will need to be extended to the A148/A149 roundabout (removing the 50mph section).

· A footway along the northern side of Grimston Road connecting the two Public Rights of Way is required.
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· The Knights Hill development needs to ensure that a link is provided to the Clayland site and needs to be capable of becoming a Bus Route if necessary.

· The current application proposes a footway/cycleway and Bus Link through to Ullswater Avenue. It is considered that this link should be footway/cycleway and Emergency Access only (possibly controlled by bollards) and that the Bus Link should be provided through the development to the west which is not yet built.
The footway/cycleway/Emergency Access will need to be a minimum of 3.5m wide in order to facilitate an Emergency Vehicle.

· The principal internal roads will need to be a minimum of 6.0 metres wide but should have a footway/cycleway width of 3m on one side and 2m on the other.

· A loop system should be considered in order to enhance permeability of the site.

Mr Price commented that the Highways Authority had been positive and had made some good helpful points.

8. REPORTS FROM OTHER COMMITTEES:

Wootton Park: – Mrs Gotts said that no meeting had been held since January 2017 and confirmed that the next meeting is scheduled for 28th March 2017.

She said that the fundraising Race Night had taken place on Friday 3rd March 2017, and had raised £85.

The “200 Club” is up and running and cash prizes were being won. She said that the winners would be advertised in the Contact Magazine.
South Wootton in Bloom: – Mrs Gotts said that the minutes of the meeting held on 21st February 2017 had been circulated to all members.

She said that fundraising events have been arranged for 2017, with a stall being run at the Kings Lynn Event in May 2017 and the fete in South Wootton in June 2017.

Mrs Gotts said that any donations for the tombola would be gratefully received.
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She informed members that Mr Nolan Mills has rotivated the various flower beds.

Village Sign: Mrs Gotts enquired about the Village Sign and asked if it would be back in place by the time the Anglia in Bloom judges visit the Parish. She said she would also like to take a photo to be included in the SWiB portfolio.

Mrs Cornwell informed members that Ms Sedgwick who is currently restoring the Village Sign had sent the Parish Council some photos of the work in progress.

She explained that the old paint and varnish has been removed and the sanding and wood priming should be complete by the end of March 2017.

Mrs Cornwell informed members that Ms Sedgwick intends to give the wood some kind of nourishment to ensure its longevity. 

Mr Price spoke regarding the Junior School Allotment Garden and said that work has restarted.

He reported that some compost had been delivered and the children had worked hard to transfer it onto the Allotment Garden ready for digging and planting.

9. CORRESPONDENCE: – As per circulated list.

South Wootton Events Committee:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that she had received some correspondence from Mrs Claire Johnston (South Wootton Events Committee).

She explained that following Mrs Johnsons decision in December 2016 to stand down from the Events Committee she had reconsidered and has decided to stay.

Mrs Cornwell stated that the South Wootton Events Committee had gone through some changes with some members stepping down and new members joining.

Resignation of Rev David Tate:  Mr Price said that it is with sadness he was announcing the resignation of Rev David Tate from the Parish Council.

Mr Price said that Rev Tate had been a terrific member of the Parish Council and if one thing is taken forward from Rev Tate is that the Parish Council must question things more often.

Mr Price read out Rev Tate’s letter of resignation and thanked Rev Tate for all the work he had carried out as Parish Councillor over the years.

Mrs Cornwell stated that she would notify the Borough Council of the vacancy, in order for the position to be advertised.
