Minutes of a Planning Committee Meeting held at 7.00pm on                        Monday 2nd February 2015 in the Parish Council Meeting Room

2.  To confirm the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 19th January 2015:  These were proposed as a correct record by Mr Evans, seconded by Mr Narborough, with all members in favour they were signed by the Chairman.

3. To record declarations of any interests: None
4. To receive questions from the public: None present 
5. To discuss Planning Applications received and notifications of the Borough Council Applications for Grant or Refusal:  

15/00048/F  
1 Nursery Lane, South Wootton.
Rear extension, replace flat roof with pitched roof and alterations to dwelling.

Decision:  Support the application

15/00058/F  
88 Nursery Lane, South Wootton.
Swimming Pool extension to dwelling incorporating ancillary rooms and new air source heat pump.

Decision:  Object to the application

· The Parish Council feels that the noise level from the air source heat pump SPL as 68dBA, is too high for a residential area. This is likely to give rise to conditions that are detrimental to the amenity of occupants of adjoining houses as a result of the noise.

Removal of Highway rights at “Albion”, 2 Church Lane, South Wootton: Mr Price confirmed that following the full Parish Council meeting held on 13th January 2015, a letter had been sent to the Borough Councils Planning Department and Ms Sally Bettinson at Norfolk County Council to explain the Parish Councils concerns regarding the matter.

Mr Price stated that an email had been received from Mr David Parkin the Principal Planner in Planning Control, at the Borough Council. 

Mr Price read out Mr Parkin’s email which explained the Borough Councils position regarding the situation and provided clarification of what the planning process does and does not get involved with.

Mr Price said that little more could be said until a response is received from Ms Bettinson at Norfolk County Council.

Post Office Relocation: Mr Price stated that all members are now aware of the relocation of the Nursery Lane Post Office to Talking Heads at St Augustine’s Way.
He explained that a slight delay has occurred as Ms Wright wishes to carry out part of the refurbishment herself and some quotations for the work have not yet been received.

Mr Price indicated that the best estimate for the relocation would be towards the end of April, early May 2015.

Mrs Cornwell confirmed that she had tried to contact Mr Gary Herbert at the Post Office to find out what would be happening to the Post Box and to ask if it could be relocated. Members agreed to consider suitable alternative sites.
6.  To discuss Highways issues: 
Castle Rising Road Zebra Crossing:  Mrs Cornwell provided an update regarding the Zebra Crossing at Castle Rising Road and explained that the Parish Council has been advised by the Highways Technician that it is not advisable to relocate the Bus Shelter for the following reasons: BT Cables; Bus Shelters generally get damaged through the move and Space.

Mrs Cornwell therefore requested that the Bus Shelter is retained in its existing position. All members were happy.
Grimston Road Speed Statistics Summary: Mr Narborough spoke regarding the speed limit signs along Grimston Road and suggested that larger yellow backed signs would make the speed limit clearer to road users. 
Mrs Cornwell stated that larger yellow backed signs have been asked for previously but Norfolk County Council has always refused the Parish Council’s requests.
Mr Gerrard confirmed that he is currently drafting a letter to the Highways Department, highlighting the Parish Councils concerns and its suggestions to remedy the situation.
Mrs Cornwell informed members that she had seen on the BBC News that Heighington Parish Council along with 48 other Parish Councils had obtained Flashing Speed Limit Signs which indicate what speed motorists are travelling at. She said that within the news report it had stated that the cost of the signs was in the region of £2,000.

Mrs Cornwell said that she would contact Heighington Parish Council to obtain further information.
Conversion of existing lighting columns to LED lanterns:  Members spoke regarding the trial light situated on Common Lane. It was said that the light looked good. 
Mrs Cornwell said that it would remain on trial until K & M Lighting has produced an indication of the possible savings which can be made.

There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.30pm.
