Minutes of a Project Group Meeting for the Neighbourhood Plan held at 6.00pm on Monday 11th November 2013 in the Parish Council Meeting Room

1. Present:  Mr D Price, Mr D Steward-Brown, Mr A Evans, Rev D Tate, Mr B Clapham, Mrs T Banks, Mrs T Cornwell (Clerk) and Mrs M Kirby (Assistant Clerk).
Public: Mr A Parker, Dr P Tasker and Mr J Marrow.

2. To confirm the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 28th October 2013:  

With one minor amendment, these were proposed as a correct record by Mr Evans, seconded by Dr Tasker with four abstentions all other members were in favour and they were signed by the Chairman.
3. To record declarations of any interests, personal or prejudicial: Mr Clapham stated that he has an interest as he lives at Ullswater Avenue and his fence is boundary to the possible proposed development. 

Mr Parker stated that he has an interest as he lives on Grimston Road.

4.  To discuss any Neighbourhood Plan issues: 
Mr Price stated that the Project Group was very close to having a text ready for first submission. He had felt that it would be a good idea for two Project Group members to read through the entire Neighbourhood Plan document to ensure that nothing had been missed.
Mr Price stated that both he and Mr Parker had got together to complete this task and had made some corrections.

Mr Price said that the amended document had been circulated to all members and it was hoped that the Project Group members would be happy for it to be sent to Mr Alan Gomm and the LDF Team at the Borough Council, County Councillor Mr Jason Law, Borough Councillors, Mr Daubney and Mrs Nockolds, Henry Bellingham MP and James Alflatt at Bidwell’s. 

Mr Price explained that once feedback has been received, the document would be tidied up before being distributed to all Parishioners.
Mr Price went through each page of the document, making notes of any further amendments. 

With all members happy with the amended text, Mr Price proposed that the Neighbourhood Plan document should be sent to Mr Alan Gomm and the LDF Team at the Borough Council, County Councillor Mr Jason Law, Borough Councillors, Mr Daubney and Mrs Nockolds, Henry Bellingham MP and James Alflatt at Bidwell’s for their comments, this was seconded by Mr Marrow and unanimously agreed.

A discussion took place regarding maps and photos to use within the document.
Mrs Cornwell informed members that she, Mr Price and Mr Parker had been to the Borough Council to speak to John Clements to seek advice and see if they have any maps which the Parish Council could use.

It was said that the meeting had proved useful and a number of things to place on the maps had been discussed:
· Village Development Boundary

· Existing and Potential Cycle ways

· Flood Zone 2

· Existing and Potential Community Buildings

· A Primary Care Centre

· Sports Facilities

· Existing Open Areas – within Estates, School Grounds, Belts

· Woodland Edges (Golf Course and Reffley Wood)

Mr Marrow stated that he had kindly carried out some background work regarding mapping. He said that he had information regarding Water Courses, Hedgerows and Tree Lines.

Mr Price suggested that it would be sensible for Mr Parker with assistance from Mr Marrow to work together and complete the maps ready to go back to the Borough Council.

Mr Clapham enquired about the trees at Knights Hill which he and Mr Evans had marked on a map for Tree Preservation Order consideration.

Mrs Cornwell thanked Mr Clapham and Mr Evans for the work they had carried out and confirmed that the information had already been sent to the Tree Officer at the Borough Council.

Mrs Cornwell stated that she would also send a copy of the information to Mr Marrow.

Mrs Cornwell spoke regarding the photos and explained that the Parish Council already has a number of photos which could be used within the Neighbourhood Plan document.

Mr Price said that once feedback has been received from Mr Gomm and the LDF Team, a meeting could be arranged with Mr Gomm to discuss any points raised.

There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.25pm.
