Minutes of a Project Group Meeting for the Neighbourhood Plan held at 6.00pm on Monday 14th October 2013 in the Parish Council Meeting Room

1. Present:  Mr D Price, Mr A Evans, Mr D Steward-Brown, Mr B Clapham, Mrs T Banks, Mrs T Cornwell (Clerk) and Mrs M Kirby (Assistant Clerk).
Public: Mr Parker, Dr Outred and Mrs Borrman.

Apologies:  Rev D Tate, Miss D Scott, Mr I Jordan, Mr R Gardner, Mr Walters, Mr C Abbs, Mr Marrow and Dr P Tasker. 

2. To confirm the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 24th September 2013:  

These were proposed as a correct record by Mrs Banks, seconded by Mr Clapham with two abstentions all other members were in favour and they were signed by the Chairman.
3. To record declarations of any interests, personal or prejudicial:  Mr Clapham stated that he has an interest as he lives at Ullswater Avenue and his fence is boundary to the possible proposed development. 

Mr Parker stated that he has an interest as he lives on Grimston Road.

4.  To report back from Topic Discussion groups: 

Mrs Banks explained that both she and Mr Evans had got together to work on the Policies for Economy, Society, Community and Culture. 

She said that they had decided to reword a few areas; these had been highlighted in red and circulated to all members.

Each of the policies was discussed fully and with amendment to the order of the Society, Community and Culture Policies all members were happy with the amendments made. 
Mrs Cornwell confirmed that she would make the agreed amendments and circulate the document to all members.  

5. To discuss any other Neighbourhood Plan issues: 
Mr Price commented regarding the Policies for Housing and said that there were still areas which needed amendment.
A discussion took place regarding three storey homes, whilst it was acknowledged that the Parish does have a few houses of this type on the Wootton Meadows Estate, the Parish Council is opposed to three storey homes.

After discussion it was agreed that a statement should be included within the Neighbourhood Plan to say: It is felt that the ridge height of two floors and an attic is the appropriate scale in the village.

A discussion took place regarding maps. Mrs Cornwell informed members that Mr Marrow had kindly made some investigations into mapping.  It was said that the Borough Council also has a duty to help the Parish with the production of the Neighbourhood Plan. Members felt that a meeting with John Clements at the Borough Council may help.

Mrs Cornwell said that she would also speak to NALC to see if any information regarding authority to publish maps can be obtained. 
Mr Price said that a decision would need to be made regarding what information should be shown on the maps.

Mr Parker spoke regarding the Environment Policies and wished to make a few minor amendments to the wording.  He stated that Woodlands and tree belts, residential areas amongst mature trees and hedgerows as shown will be protected.

Mr Parker kindly offered to look at subdividing the Policies for Environment.

Finally, Mrs Cornwell confirmed that Mr Graham Copsey from the Clinical Commissioning Team at the Borough Council would be attending the next meeting on 28th October 2013. 
There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.15pm.
