Minutes of a Project Group Meeting for the Neighbourhood Plan held at 6.00pm on Monday 20th January 2014 in the Parish Council Meeting Room

1. Present:  Mr D Price, Mr D Steward-Brown, Mr A Evans, Rev D Tate, Mr B Clapham, Mrs T Cornwell (Clerk) and Mrs M Kirby (Assistant Clerk).
Public: Mr J Marrow and Mr A Parker 
Apologies:  Mr I Jordan, Mrs T Banks, Mr C Abbs, Mr C Walters, Mr R Gardner, Dr Outred, Mrs S Borrman and Dr P Tasker. 
2. To confirm the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 6th January 2014:  

These were proposed as a correct record by Mr Evans, seconded by Rev Tate with all members in favour they were signed by the Chairman.
3. To record declarations of any interests, personal or prejudicial: Mr Clapham stated that he has an interest as he lives at Ullswater Avenue and his fence is boundary to the possible proposed development. Mr Parker stated that he has an interest as he lives on Grimston Road.

4.  To receive questions from the Public: None present
5. To discuss the Neighbourhood Plan final draft: Mr Price explained that since the last meeting, he and Mrs Cornwell had spent some time looking at the comments which had been received from the Borough Council, the County Council and James Alflatt at Bidwell’s. 
He confirmed that a further meeting had taken place involving himself, Mrs Cornwell, Mr Evans, Mr Parker and Mr Marrow. He informed members that a number of amendments had been made to the document and a final draft document had been produced and circulated to all members. 

Mr Price stated that in addition to this, a meeting had taken place to look at the maps for inclusion within the document.

Mr Price went through each page of the document, making any other final adjustments.
A lengthy discussion took place regarding the layout of the Neighbourhood Plan document. 

Mrs Cornwell provided members with an indication of the cost for the printing of the document including two A3 maps in coloured print. She stated that the approximate cost would be £1,300.

Mrs Cornwell explained that she had looked into the possibility of obtaining a Grant from Communities and Local Government for the costs to print the draft as well as to print the final document. She said that if a Grant application was made; it may take 10 days for them to look at the application and provide an answer.

Members felt that whilst the Grant application may take time to apply for, a Grant application should be submitted for the costs.

A discussion took place regarding the length of the consultation period. Mrs Cornwell stated that advice from Mr James Alflatt had indicated that a period of 8 weeks should be allowed. It was said that the Inspector would look favourably upon the length of time given to residents to respond. 

Comment was made that an open evening could be arranged half way through the consultation period, thus giving residents further opportunity to respond to the document.

Mr Price suggested that the residents should submit their comments by 28th March 2014. 
Mr Price added that from a legal point of view, a document would need to be produced to say how the Neighbourhood Plan document has been prepared. Mr Price and Mrs Cornwell kindly offered to produce a suitable document.

Mr Marrow informed members that he was attending a meeting on Thursday with Mr John Hiskett from the Norfolk Wildlife Trust. He said that he hoped to find out information as to how our nature reserves can be preserved.

Finally, members agreed that a small number of Project Group members should get together on Wednesday 9th April at 9.30am to have a preliminary look at the responses which are received prior to a full Project Group meeting to be held on Monday 14th April 2014. 

There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.00pm.
