Minutes of a Project Group Meeting for the Neighbourhood Plan held at 6.00pm on Monday 6th January 2014 in the Parish Council Meeting Room

1. Present:  Mr D Price, Mr D Steward-Brown, Mr A Evans, Rev D Tate, Mr B Clapham, Mrs T Cornwell (Clerk) and Mrs M Kirby (Assistant Clerk).
Public: Mr J Marrow, Mr C Walters, Mr A Parker and Dr Outred

2. To confirm the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 2nd December 2013:  

These were proposed as a correct record by Mr Price, seconded by Mr Evans with all members in favour they were signed by the Chairman.
3. To record declarations of any interests, personal or prejudicial: Mr Clapham stated that he has an interest as he lives at Ullswater Avenue and his fence is boundary to the possible proposed development. Mr Parker stated that he has an interest as he lives on Grimston Road.

4.  To receive questions from the Public: None present
5. To discuss the Neighbourhood Plan comments and updates: Mr Price explained that copies of the draft Neighbourhood Plan text had been sent to Mr Gomm and the LDF Team at the Borough Council, County Councilor Mr Jason Law, Borough Councilors, Mr Daubney and Mrs Nockolds, Henry Bellingham MP and James Alflatt at Bidwell’s. 
He confirmed that whilst some personal comments had been received from Mr Alan Gomm the Borough Council had not yet provided a formal response to the document and comments were also awaited from James Alflatt at Bidwell’s.

Mr Price informed members that comments had been received from Mr Hofmeister, a Parish Councilor and Mr Gardner, a Project Group member.

Mr Price read through each of the comments made by Mr Hofmeister and Mr Gardner. Each point raised was discussed fully and the agreed amendments were noted.
Mr Price suggested that in order to keep things moving the Neighbourhood Plan should be distributed to all residents to enable them to make their comments by the end of March 2014. 

It was said that after that time all comments, including those from the Borough Council and Bidwell’s could be discussed.
Mr Price spoke regarding the personal comments made from Mr Gomm, it was suggested that some of the wording within the document could be made softer. Mr Price referred to ENV7 - Developers of sites larger than 0.3 ha will be required to assess the site and demonstrate a neutral effect on the natural environment. It was said that a developer reading the document may ask what is meant by the Policy. Mr Gomm had suggested that the document needs to be clear, and provide an indication of how things can be measured.

Mr Parker said that the document would need to be proof read prior to publication. 
A discussion took place regarding the density of homes stated within the document. It was said that communication had been received from the Borough Council regarding current densities within the Parish. After discussion it was felt that 25 homes per hectare (10 homes per acre) was a reasonable number.
Mr Price confirmed that the agreed amendments would be made; he said that the document would hopefully be approved by the Parish Council on 14th January 2014. The document including maps would then be printed and distributed along with a Newsletter by the end of January 2014.

Mr Price stated that an eight week consultation period would follow to allow residents to submit their comments by the end of March 2014.

Mr Marrow spoke briefly regarding a meeting he had attended in London. He said that he would provide a report at the next meeting.

Finally members agreed that a subcommittee consisting of Mr Price, Mrs Cornwell, Mr Parker and Mr Marrow should be arranged to look at the maps for inclusion within the document.

There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.00pm.
