Roydon Common Visitor Engagement Project: Mrs Cornwell informed members that correspondence had been received from the Norfolk Wildlife Trust regarding an application that they have recently submitted for proposals to provide additional facilities for visitors on the west and east edges of Roydon Common.

Mrs Cornwell referred to the correspondence and stated that the main purpose of these proposals is to protect the sensitive habitats and wildlife on Roydon Common by providing alternative walking and viewing areas for a growing number of visitors.   
She explained that Norfolk Wildlife Trust have asked if the Parish Council would be prepared to provide a letter of support for the project.
Mrs Cornwell circulated a map of Roydon Common and highlighted to members the proposed paths (permanent and seasonal) and the Car Park areas and seating /meeting areas.

She said that the aims of the project are to:
· Enhance access to the Roydon Common - Grimston Warren reserves whilst safeguarding the habitats and species for which the site is designated. Access to the nature reserves is currently available via a range of routes including public rights of way and informal paths through sensitive habitats.

· Provide opportunities for local communities and schools to learn more about the Gaywood Valley and contribute to its conservation through the employment of a community ranger.

· Use the opportunities to impart important messages to visitors about the environment and responsible visitor behaviour on the nature reserves.

After discussion, Mr Narborough proposed that Mr Paul Bland should write a letter of support on behalf of the Parish Council; this was seconded by Mr Price with all members in favour.
