Mrs Cornwell informed members that after speaking to Amanda Driver (CIL Officer) at the Borough Council, she has confirmed that the Service Station would not be liable to Community Infrastructure Levy, however confirmed that Supermarkets and Retail Warehouses would be.
7.  To discuss Highways Issues:  
Grimston Road Footpath/Cycle path White Lining:  Mrs Cornwell spoke regarding the Footpath/Cycle path at Grimston Road and confirmed that following reports that the white lining needs to be refreshed, the County Council have carried out an inspection and are going to resolve the problem.

She stated that the Cycle path markings outside 414 Wootton Road had previously been identified and programmed, however the entire cycle path lining from ASDA to 414 Wootton Road will now be included.

Work should take place within the next six weeks.
Castle Rising Road / Grimston Road – Traffic Lights: Mr Narborough spoke regarding the crossroads/traffic lights at Castle Rising Road / Grimston Road and said that this continues to be a very dangerous location.
He felt that some time ago the Parish Council had agreed that something needs to be done to improve safety.

Members discussed the situation and it was said that improvements to the crossroads by installation of a new intelligent traffic management system would only be seen once the proposed housing developments progress.

Oak Avenue Verge: Mr Reynolds reported that the verge which runs alongside 42 Castle Rising Road at Oak Avenue is still in a poor state following renovation of the property.

Mrs Cornwell informed members that the verge had been reinstated by the owner of the property, however its condition remains poor due to the recent inclement weather and the fact that Royal Mail Post Vans continue to drive over it.

Gas Works on Grimston Road:  Mr Reynolds reported that Gas smells have returned at Grimston Road, near to Woodlands Nursing Home.

Mrs Cornwell stated that she would contact the Gas Company for an update of the situation.

Repairs to the Pavilion Roof at Wootton Park:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that following the Parish Council meeting held on 8th May 2018, she had contacted a Planning Officer at the Borough Council to ensure that it is ok to carry out the roof repairs to the Pavilion.
Mrs Cornwell stated that the work can be carried out under repairs with no problem.

There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.25pm.
