Minutes of a Meeting held at 7pm on Tuesday, 10th October 2017

2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING: – 12th September 2017, these were proposed as a correct record by Mr Smallwood, seconded by Mr Evans, with two abstentions, all other members were in favour and they were signed by the Chairman.

3. DECLARATION OF INTERESTS: – Mr Smallwood and Mrs Banks declared an interest as they are Allotment Tenants.
4. QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC: – Mr Price welcomed, Mr Weightman, Mr Kendle, Mrs Irwin and Mr and Mr Colman to the evenings meeting.

He said that they were all present regarding the Beer Festival held on the Green which would be discussed under the Assets Committee heading.

5. REPORTS FROM THE BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS:

6. REPORTS FROM THE COMMITTEES:
Assets  
The Green and Open Spaces - Round Table Beer Festival:  Mr Narborough thanked both Mrs Kirby and Mrs Cornwell for producing the minutes of the Assets Committee Meeting, he said that they had provided a thorough account of the discussions.
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He said that following the Round Table Beer Festival held over the August Bank Holiday weekend, whilst it had been a great success in one way and had raised a lot of money for a good cause, five official complaints had been received regarding the high volume of noise at the event.

Mr Narborough informed members that Mrs Claire Johnston had attended the Assets Committee Meeting held on 20th September 2017; she had explained that she was the organiser of the event, however felt that the Round Table Committee had gone over her head on a number of issues and the Event Plan had not been followed.

Comment was made that the Parish Council had never been informed of the scale of the event and a map of the site was only handed to the Parish Council on the day before the event was due to be held.

Mr Narborough said that should future events be held on the Green, then more thorough discussions will need to be had regarding what is proposed.
Mrs Banks spoke regarding the Beer Festival and said that five complaints was such a small amount in comparison to the number of residents who came out to enjoy the weekend.

She acknowledged that some mistakes had been made, but felt that these could be rectified.

Mrs Banks added that the Green should not just be a place for ducks and dogs, it should be enjoyed by more residents and with younger people being attracted to the area she feels that events on the Green are good for the village.

Mr Smallwood stated that the Beer Festival had broken the Law and it was a serious matter, he said that the Policy Committee will devise a Policy to ensure the Law is not broken again.

It was explained that it is against the Law to charge an entrance fee onto the Green and to fence the area so as to prevent access.

Comment was made that suitable licences had also not been obtained.

Mrs Colman stated that lots of mistakes had been made.

Mr Reynolds said that he had attended the Beer Festival on both Saturday and Sunday evenings; he acknowledged that whilst the music was loud the Parish Council should support a future event. 
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Mr Williamson said that after receiving a telephone call on the Saturday evening from Mr and Mrs Irwin, he had visited their home along Nursery Lane and said that the music was so loud; they were unable to speak at the door and inside the house was not much better.
Mr Narborough explained that he lives at Appledore Close and he had found that visitors attending the Beer Festival had been well behaved; he said that whilst he could hear music in the front of his house, the noise was far lower in the back.  He added that the Green had been cleared perfectly.

Mr Colman spoke regarding the litter and said that on both mornings he had been out to collect litter from his garden and from along the road.
Mr Weightman was disappointed with the comment and stated that he had personally picked up all the rubbish along Nursery Lane following the event.

Mrs Albinson commented that she had felt that there was no more litter than usual and although she lives further along Nursery Lane, the music did not bother her.

Mr Price said that he had received a telephone call at approximately 9.00pm on the Saturday evening from a resident who wished to complain about the noise.

Mr Price explained that when he went outside, he could understand the complaint, he said the music was far louder than he had anticipated.

Mr Narborough said that Mrs Johnston had been unhappy with how the Beer Festival was conducted and said that next year she would like to adapt the future South Wootton Fete, so that it lasts a couple of hours longer and finishes at about 7.00pm or 8.00pm.

Mr Price said that the Assets Committee had proposed that the Parish Council should not allow the Round Table to hold another Beer Festival on the Green.

Mr Kendle agreed that relations with Mrs Johnston had been difficult at times, however said that a future event would be conducted differently, he said that advice will be sought from the Borough Council’s Licensing and Events Group to ensure that any future event will be the best it can be with the necessary licensing in place.

He added that the music would also be different with a band playing in a marquee.

Mrs Gotts spoke regarding the £2.00 entrance fee and said that any future event would not be able to charge an entrance fee.
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Mr Price commented about the damage to the Swan Public House and said that the landlord had lost business over the Bank Holiday weekend.

Mr Kendle confirmed that any damage at the Swan Public House had been paid for along with an additional payment as a gesture of good will.

Mrs Irwin said that she was not objecting to the event, she said that she and her husband had attended during the afternoon and enjoyed it very much, however the music in the evening was just too loud, she suggested that an area at Knights Hill may prove to be a better venue being more secluded with adequate parking facilities.

Mr Colman was concerned that success breeds success, he said that this year some 6,000 visitors had attended, he felt that next year it could be 8,000 or 10,000. He said that the venue is not right.

Mr Price acknowledged that this was a very valid point.

After further brief discussion, Mr Price referred to the Assets Committee minutes and proposed once again that the Parish Council should not allow the Round Table to hold another Beer Festival on the Green; this was seconded by Mr Evans, with four members in favour, five members against the proposal and three abstentions, the proposal failed.

Members agreed that the Beer Festival could not go ahead in its present form.
Mr Kendle added that the Round Table would be happy to work with the Parish Council to alleviate any concerns.

Mrs Cornwell suggested that following various communication errors, it would be a good idea if the Round Table Committee is happy, for a resident and a Parish Councillor to attend their meetings.
Mr Kendle said this would be no problem at all, he added that the Borough Council have also expressed a wish to attend the meetings.
With no other comments, Mr Price thanked Mr Weightman, Mr Kendle and the Residents for attending and they all left the meeting.

South Wootton Events: Mr Price stated that in addition to discussions regarding the Beer Festival the Assets Committee had also briefly discussed the Fete for 2018.
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Mr Price proposed that the Parish Council should allow the South Wootton Events Committee to host another Fete in 2018 on the dates proposed; this was seconded by Mrs Gotts and unanimously agreed.

Mr Narborough said that he would meet with Mrs Johnston to discuss what she has planned for the event.

Round Table / South Wootton Events Donation Allocation:  Mr Narborough confirmed that two donations of £500.00 each have now been kindly presented to the Parish Council, one from the Round Table and the other from the South Wootton Events Committee.

He said that it was agreed by the Assets Committee that two Picnic tables could be purchased for siting on the Green.

Mr Price proposed that two Picnic benches with donor plaques should be purchased with the donation monies, with the location of siting selected with due care, this was seconded by Mr Evans with all members in favour. 
Bench Donation on the Village Green (Mr & Mrs Alexander): Mr Narborough explained that a request had been received from Mr and Mrs Alexander to donate a new bench for the Green. 

It was said that Mr and Mrs Alexander have requested that the bench sits opposite the Swan Pub, with a view facing the Pond.

After discussion, Mr Narborough proposed that the Parish Council should allow Mr and Mrs Alexander to purchase a new bench (and pay for installation) made from a recycled material for the Green; this was seconded by Mr Price with all members in favour.

It was agreed that the bench should be secured into the grass using angle iron and that a concrete pad is unnecessary. 
Update – Notice boards:  Mr Narborough confirmed that the new Notice Boards have been received and said that they would be installed by Mr McIntyre of BMAC Garden Services in the next week or so.

Request for Litter Bin – Deas Road Bus Shelter:  Mr Narborough spoke regarding Mrs Cornwell’s suggestions of a litter bin to be installed at the new Deas Road Bus Shelter as there is no litter bins close by.

Mr Price proposed that the Parish Council should purchase a litter bin for the Deas Road Bus Shelter; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour.
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Village Hall – Request for a Defibrillator:  Mr Narborough referred to the request received from Dr Tasker to site a Community Defibrillator on the Village Hall external wall.

It was said that the request had come in as a result of consulting with residents regarding how Community Infrastructure Levy money can be spent within the Parish.

Mr Narborough proposed in principle that the Parish Council should purchase a Defibrillator out of the Community Infrastructure Levy money, to be sited on the external wall of the Village Hall; this was seconded by Mrs Gotts with all members in favour.
Replacement Trees: Mr Narborough spoke regarding the three Replacement Mountain Ash trees for the Village Hall Car Park.

He confirmed that following the Assets Committee meeting, Barcham Trees had been in touch to recommend that the Parish Council purchases three planting kits which include, top soil, fertilizer, bark mulch and the stakes and ties at a cost of £29.00 per kit.

It was said that the planting kits would be more beneficial than just stakes and ties as the Parish Council would still have to source the other items.

Mrs Cornwell stated that this would alter the purchase cost slightly from £297.00 +VAT to £288.00 +VAT.

Mr Narborough proposed that the Parish Council should purchase the three replacement Mountain Ash trees and the three recommended planting kits from Barcham Trees at a cost of £288.00 + VAT; this was seconded by Mr Wells with all members in favour.
Allotments – Quote for left hand Driveway: Mr Narborough spoke regarding the left hand driveway and said that this was in need of repair.

He said that a quote had been received from Mr Heaton for £250.00 and explained that this was to fill any dips/holes with type 1 stone and compact.

Mr Williamson proposed that the Parish Council should ask Mr Heaton to carry out the works at a cost of £250.00; this was seconded by Mrs Gotts with two abstentions all other members were in favour.
ASDA Side Driveway: Mr Narborough said that a request had been received from an Allotment Tenant to consider improvements to the driveway along the side of ASDA; he said that a drag plough may be a way to level that side.
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Mr Narborough stated that he would obtain some quotes for the work and perhaps funds could be put set aside in the budget for next year.

Dumping: Mrs Banks reported that once again a number of items had been dumped at the Allotments. Mr Narborough will visit the Allotments to check to situation.
Cemetery - Request for a Memorial Bench – Mrs Barwell: Mr Narborough confirmed that a request had been received for a new Memorial bench to be sited within the Cemetery. 

It was said that Mrs Kirby had been to look in the Cemetery and found that there was one space left for an additional bench directly opposite the Ashes Plot.

Mr Williamson proposed that the Parish Council should allow the family of Mrs Barwell to purchase a Memorial Bench to be placed in the Cemetery in memory of Mrs Barwell; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour.

Relocation of Cemetery Tap / Splash Back – Update:  Mr Narborough explained that following searching for the water source; D & E Builders had been unable to locate the necessary pipes to relocate the Cemetery Tap.

It was said that D & E Builders have supplied a revised quote of £600 +VAT (including work already carried out) to relocate the Cemetery Tap by taking the water supply from the stopcock under the Parish Office kitchen sink.

Mr Narborough proposed that the Parish Council should ask D & E Builders to proceed with the relocation of the Cemetery Tap by linking up with the stopcock under the Parish Office kitchen sink; this was seconded by Mr Price with all members in favour. 

Maintenance of Cemetery Trees:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that she and Mrs Kirby had recently carried out an inspection of the Cemetery and had found that a number of trees were in need of trimming back as they had become very overgrown and the Cemetery was becoming quite dark.

Mrs Cornwell stated that she had met with Mr Peter Bourner and together they had looked at the trees and discussed how they could be tidied up.

Mrs Cornwell informed members that Mr Bourner has provided a quote of £450 to spend a day in the Cemetery, trimming the trees and raising the canopies.

After brief discussion, Mr Price proposed that the Parish Council should ask Mr Bourner to carry out the work at a cost of £450.00; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour.

Low Road Fence:  Mr Smallwood spoke regarding the fence at Low Road and said that following the work on the large Willow tree it had become apparent that the fence is in need of repair.

Members agreed that the repair of the fence should be discussed by the Assets Committee in December.
Finance 
Half year Accounts: Mr Jordan confirmed that a meeting of the Finance Committee had taken place on 4th October 2017 when the half year accounts were discussed. All members confirmed that they had received a copy of the Summary Sheet.

With no questions, Mr Jordan proposed that the Finances are a correct record of the half year accounts; this was seconded by Mr Smallwood with all members in favour.
Arrangements for the Internal Audit 2017/2018: Mr Jordan informed members that Mr Marcus Van Nieuwkerk had kindly carried out the Parish Councils Internal Audit for a number of years, however stated that he has now decided to retire.

Mrs Cornwell stated that she had contacted a lady called Bev Eady who carries out the Internal Audit for North Wootton Parish Council to see if she would be interested in taking on the role for South Wootton.

Mrs Cornwell said that she is awaiting a response from Bev and would update the Parish Council when she hears from her.

Street Lighting Insurance Upgrade: Mr Jordan confirmed that the Finance Committee had discussed the upgrade of the Street Lighting Insurance.

He stated that following a recent incident at Oak Avenue, it had been found that the Parish Council is under insured and should consider upgrading the Insurance Policy to cover “All Risks” at a replacement value per column.

It was said that to provide adequate cover for all the 254 Parish Lighting Columns, the additional Insurance Premium will be £652 to cover the remaining part of the year, thereafter the premium will be £1,040 annually.
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Mr Jordan proposed that the Parish Council should pay the additional Insurance Premium to provide adequate Insurance Cover immediately as well as at renewal; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour. 
Bank Statements and Bank Reconciliation: Mrs Cornwell reminded members that it is necessary/good practice to have the Bank Statements and Bank Reconciliation checked and initialled at the monthly Parish Council Meetings where all Parish Councillors were present.
Mrs Cornwell provided Mr Price with the Bank Statements and explained the Bank Balance, the total of Unpresented Cheques and the Balance of the Current Account and Treasury Deposit Account.  These amounts altogether correspond with amounts in the Cashbook.

Once Mr Price was happy that these balanced both he and Mr Jordan the Chairman of the Finance Committee initialled the Bank Statement. 
Mr Jordan informed members that the next Finance Committee meeting is scheduled to be held on Thursday 4th January 2018.
Business Account: Mr Jordan spoke briefly about the new Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) money which is due to be received for developments within the Parish. 

He said that the Parish Council has been advised that it is due to receive its first CIL payment of £ 1,209.00 via BACS no later than 28 October 2017.

Mr Jordan said that the Payment is being made in regards to Planning Application No: 17/00346/F - Cerls, Nursery Close, South Wootton.
Proposed new dwelling and carport
Mr Jordan stated that the old Business Account which currently has a nil balance will be used for CIL money.
Planning 
Anaerobic Digester planned for Cross Bank Road Area: Mr Price referred to the Planning Committee minutes and the application for the Anaerobic Digester.

He explained that following the Planning Committee meeting, Mrs Cornwell had managed to obtain further clarification of the Application from the County Council’s Website.
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Mrs Cornwell explained that when the Application was originally discussed it was thought that it was the County Council who had submitted the application, however it has now been confirmed that it is a Private Application.

Mr Price stated that the plant will require 19,250 tonnes of material to operate and this will be made up of crop maize, beet pulp and slurry.

The pulp waste will have a peak period of five weeks per year when no more than seven Lorries will be transported to the plant per day; outside that five week period, there will be no more than four Lorries per day.

It was said that various road improvements to Cross Bank Road will be made to accommodate this additional traffic.

Mr Price spoke regarding the suggestion that the Willows Business Park would be a better location; it was confirmed that this is land owned by the County Council and the application is being made by a Private individual. 

Comment was made that the location had been selected as one of the by-products produced is methane which is used to generate electricity and heat; this will be used by neighbouring Dow Chemical Company and Kings Lynn Technology.
Mr Price confirmed to members that the proposed development is not within the South Wootton Boundary.

St Augustine’s Way Bus Shelter:   Mr Price spoke regarding the next round of the NCC Parish Partnership scheme and said that the Parish Council had decided to put forward three new Bus Shelters within the Parish, one of which to be located on St Augustine’s Way near to Castle Acre Close.

Mrs Cornwell spoke regarding the Bus Shelter for St Augustine’s Way and explained that following a site meeting with Sally Bettinson from NCC Highways and Ian at Able Engineering, she had sent out a number of consultation letters to residents.

Mrs Cornwell confirmed that she had received one strong objection letter from the residents who live directly opposite the proposed location, and a further objection letter from their neighbour.

Members noted that in addition to the objections, favourable verbal comments have also been received from residents who use the Bus Service.
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Mr Narborough stated that following the Planning Committee Meeting he had been to look at the proposed site and felt that it was a good suitable location.

Members discussed the matter and felt that the Parish Council should provide the best situation for the majority of its residents, Mr Scales proposed that the Parish Council should proceed with the installation of a Bus Shelter with a perch style seat at St Augustine’s Way near to Castle Acre Close, this was seconded by Mr Wells, with one abstention all other members were in favour. 

Request for a perch at the Oak Avenue Bus Shelter:  Mr Price informed members that a request had been received for a perch to be installed at the Oak Avenue Bus Shelter.

After brief discussion, Mr Price proposed that the Parish Council should purchase a perch to be installed at the Oak Avenue Bus Shelter, at an approximate cost of £600; this was seconded by Mr Scales with two abstentions all other members were in favour.
CPRE Norfolk The Pledge:  Mr Price referred to the minutes and the letter from CPRE requesting that the Parish Council join them in opposing damaging new housing targets by signing a pledge of support.

Members discussed The Pledge and noted that the Parish Council has signed this in the past; Mr Narborough proposed that the Parish Council should sign The Pledge to support CPRE Norfolk in its campaign; this was seconded by Mr Reynolds with all members in favour.
Perspex Panel for Bus Shelter:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that following the Planning Committee meeting she had managed to contact Ian at Able Engineering to obtain a quote to insert two Perspex panels along the sides of the Bus Shelter outside Woodlands Nursing Home to provide additional protection from the rain.

She stated that the Perspex panels would cost £260.00 +VAT each.

With one abstention, all other Members agreed that in view of the cost, the matter should be put on hold.
9 Acre Field:  Mr Narborough reported that work on the development at the 9 acre field had started. 
Policy – Mr Smallwood confirmed that the next meeting would be held in November 2017.
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7. REPORTS FROM OTHER COMMITTEES:

Infant School: – See attached Report 
Junior School: - Mr Scales informed members that he has now completed his Governor Training and had received his certificates.

He said that he has met with the teachers and Governor Meetings are scheduled to be held once every half term.

Mr Price congratulated Mr Scales on becoming a Junior School Governor.

Mr Price spoke regarding the school garden and said that it had now been running for eight years, he commented that the fence around the garden has become tired and needs to be replaced.

Mr Price was pleased to report that following discussions between, the new Head Teacher, Mrs Earl and a Representative from Mars Food UK Ltd, a group of 14 Mars Community Volunteers are due to replace the fence in approximately three weeks time.

Mr Price said that with money raised from the sale of various produce, he will purchase the necessary fencing/ posts and the Group will carry out the work.

Wootton Park: – All members confirmed that they had received a copy of the minutes.

Mrs Gotts said that she was proud of the work that Mr Will Border has carried out on Wootton Park and said that the recent Quiz night had been a huge success raising £593.00.
She reminded members that the “200 Club” is up and running and she encouraged Parish Councillors to join, the cost being £24 per annum payable by cheque or Standing Order.
New Barrier for Bede Close:  Mr Williamson referred to the minutes and said that he would like to raise the purchase of a low metal barrier for Bede Close at a cost of £627.00 to be shared between both North and South Wootton Parish Councils.

It was noted that a new barrier had recently been purchased and installed at Cranmer Avenue.

Mr Jordan commented that the Parish Council must remain conscious of the budget for Wootton Park and be aware of what has already been spent. He said that the £750 spent on Time Credits had not been budgeted for.
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Mr Scales suggested that the cost could be shared between the Parish Councils and the Wootton Park Association with each paying one third.

Members were happy with this idea. 

Mr Williamson proposed in principle that a low metal barrier should be purchased at a cost of £627.00 subject to agreement of the finances; this was seconded by Mrs Gotts, with all members in favour.

South Wootton in Bloom: – Mrs Gotts reported that members of South Wootton in Bloom had felt that the Parish Council should reconsider the employment of a Parish Handyman.

It had been suggested that SWiB should not have to carry out Parish Council work.
Mrs Gotts said that Mr Nolan Mills will send an email to Mrs Cornwell regarding the issue.

Mr Price commented that when South Wootton in Bloom finds jobs which need doing within the Parish, they should contact Mrs Cornwell at the Parish Office, so that she can arrange for the work, if necessary to be contracted out.

Mrs Gotts was pleased to report that bulb planting had taken place along the entire length of Nursery Lane; she said that the bulbs had been purchased with SWiB funds.
