Minutes of a Meeting held at 7pm on Tuesday, 11th July 2017

2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING: – 13th June 2017, these were proposed as a correct record by Mr Smallwood, seconded by Mr Reynolds, with all members in favour they were signed by the Chairman.

3. DECLARATION OF INTERESTS: – Mr Smallwood declared an interest as he is an Allotment Tenant.
4. QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC: – None 
5. REPORTS FROM THE BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS: 

Borough Councilor Nockolds: Cllr Nockolds informed members of two free events in the Town, the Borough Council is supporting. The first is an event celebrating the 25th Anniversary of Lynnsport – Alive Leisure, with free family fun and celebrations, the second celebrating the end of the Kings Lynn Festival. On Sunday 16th July from 11am – 4pm there is ‘Music on the Market Place’.

The Borough Council are supporting the campaign launched by Healthy Norwich and the Norfolk County Football Association. Local youth football clubs are being invited to join the campaign and become smoke free spaces. This means members and visitors are asked to refrain from smoking indoors and outdoors, anywhere on site, including all playing fields and especially the pitch side lines. It is hoped this can be extended to Play Areas.
At the next Cabinet meeting members will be discussing the options for the Waterfront in Kings Lynn. One of the options is making the River Nar area, where the barge is placed, into an island to enable the public to enjoy it as a wildlife area. The Boal Quay area could have houses built, however because this is a flood plain they would have to be built above garages or shops.
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The Borough Council are changing the way food waste is collected and processed, meaning there is no longer a need to insist that food waste is placed into a compostable caddy liner. People can now put their food waste into any of the following:

· Corn starch liners

· Plastic Bags – including old fruit and veg bags, cereal box liners

· Paper bags

· Newspaper

· Any type of small bin liners

All the food will now be recycled in a different place and a machine used to pick out all the plastic. It is expected this new way of food recycling will start in approximately two weeks.
6. REPORTS FROM THE COMMITTEES:
Assets – There had been no meeting however, Mr Narborough wished to draw member’s attention to the large Willow Tree on the corner of Nursery Lane/Low Road. The tree is now beginning to obstruct the cables and will need pollarding possibly in the autumn. A quotation had been received from Peter Bourner Tree Surgeon at £450.00. Mr Narborough proposed that the quotation from Peter Bourner, at £450.00 should be accepted, this was seconded by Mr Jordan, with all members in favour.
Mr Hofmeister commented and said that the two dead trees have been successfully removed from the layby opposite the chip shop however, there are some large brambles growing in the layby which will need attention. Mrs Cornwell said she would contact Mr McIntyre to get the brambles cut back. Mr Jordan said that the village sign has been repositioned and looks very good however, there are several branches hanging from the willow tree which could do with trimming back. Again Mrs Cornwell said she would contact Mr McIntyre to get the branches trimmed back.

Mr Smallwood said it is imperative now  to keep the village sign in good order, Mr Narborough offered to carry out an annual check on the village sign and report any works necessary back to the Assets Committee.
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Finance – 
First Quarter Accounts: Mr Jordan explained that all members had received a Summary Sheet and minutes from the Finance Committee Meeting of 5th July. He said that normally the expenditure should be approximately a quarter of the year’s budget, however commented that the balance is well in hand due to three main items.

· Insurance Claim regarding the damage to the St Augustine’s Way lighting column at approx. £3,800

· Cemetery Fees well up

· Village Hall income doing very well

He explained that Business Rates have been paid this year for the Parish Office and the Cemetery however, the Village Hall have a NIL charge.

Mr Jordan proposed that the Finances are a correct record of the first quarter accounts with expenditure of £13,549.57. This was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in agreement.
Mr Jordan went on to mention that the Planning Committee had discussed the possible installation of a perch at the St Augustine’s Way Bus Shelter however, felt that the matter should be discussed at the Finance Committee to make sure funds can be made available. The Finance Committee discussed the proposal and agreed to release funds to pay for the installation. The Parish Council discussed the suggestion and Mr Jordan proposed that the Parish Council accepts the quote from Able Engineering to install a 3 meter long perch in the St Augustine’s Way Bus Shelter at a cost of £490.00; this was seconded by Mr Williamson with all members in favour.
Norfolk County Council Parish Partnership Scheme: Again, as above, the Planning Committee asked for approval from the Finance Committee to apply to the Parish Partnership Scheme for three new Bus Shelters to be sited at:

*Grimston Road opposite Sandy Lane

*Grimston Road outside the Allotments

*St Augustine’s Way opposite Castle Acre Close

The Finance Committee agreed that finances could be made available and Mr Jordan proposed to the Parish Council that in principle, subject to approval of a Parish Partnership Scheme Grant, the Parish Council should submit a 
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Grant Request for three Bus Shelters in the locations listed above; this was seconded by Mr Scales with all members in favour.

Mr Jordan mentioned that he had received a copy of the new Good Councillors Guide to Finance and Transparency. He had read through the document in detail and was pleased to report that the Parish Council comply with the contents however, explained that as part of the VAT stipulations, if the council is not actually purchasing the equipment for itself and will not own the asset, then it cannot simply pass the invoice through its books in order to reclaim the VAT for another organisation however, if the council purchases equipment using its own funds and then chooses to donate the equipment to a local organisation then it is allowed to reclaim the VAT. 

Bank Statements and Bank Reconciliation: Mrs Cornwell reminded members that it is necessary/good practice to have the Bank Statements and Bank Reconciliation checked and initialled at the monthly Parish Council Meetings where all Parish Councillors were present.
Mrs Cornwell provided Mr Price with the Bank Statements and explained the Bank Balance, the total of Unpresented Cheques and the Balance of the Current Account and Treasury Deposit Account.  These amounts altogether correspond with amounts in the Cashbook.

Once Mr Price was happy that these balanced he and Mr Jordan (Chairman of the Finance Committee) initialled the Bank Statement. 
Planning – Mr Price stated that there had been two Planning Committee meetings held since the last Parish Council meeting. One on 19th June and the other on 4th July 2017.  Mr Price proposed that the minutes of 4th July are a true record of the meeting; this was seconded by Mr Reynolds and unanimously agreed by those present.
Mr Price referred to the item in the minutes relating to the Street Lighting at the 9 Acre Field (Hopkins & Moore Development). Mr Narborough proposed that the full Parish Council ratify the decision made by the Planning/Highways Committee and proposed that Mrs Cornwell should contact Mr Campbell Jones at Norfolk County Council and inform him that the Parish Council would like Street Lighting on the new development and that after the developers have left the building site, the Parish Council will take on responsibility of the upkeep of the Street Lighting Columns. This was seconded by Mr Price with all members in favour. Mrs Cornwell will contact the developer to start discussions relating to the commuted sum to be provided for the supply and maintenance of the columns.
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Mr Price informed members that 11th July 2017 is the deadline for responses to the Bowbridge Planning Application – land on the west side of Nursery Lane for 130 dwellings. He said that there were a small number of objections on the Borough Council website and that there had been a poor response from South Wootton residents. He urged all Parish Councillors to submit their objections. 
Mr Price reminded members that the Planning Application for Larkfleet Homes – land to the west of Hall Lane for 450 dwellings has been submitted to the Borough Council. He said that the application will be discussed by the Planning Committee on Monday 17th July 2017 and all Parish Councillors would be invited. He urged all members to submit their objections to the Borough Council and to encourage friends and neighbours to do the same. The main three points to object to are:

Numbers

Density

Traffic/Infrastructure

Mr Narborough commented and said that he and Mr Bland will be attending a Norfolk County Council stakeholder meeting to discuss major planned roadworks affecting King's Lynn at the Borough Council on Monday 17th July 2017. The following key schemes that will affect the road network during the year are:-

· 1: A148 Grimston Road  - 9/10th September

· 2: King Street Kings Lynn

· 3: Queen Street Kings Lynn

· 4: Millfleet Kings Lynn

· 5: Stonegate Street Kings Lynn

· 6: Tower Place Kings Lynn

· 7: St James Street Kings Lynn

Highways England A47 Works:
· 1: A47 Saddlebow Interchange
Mr Narborough will report back from the meeting via the Planning/Highways Committee.

Members reported that there are over grown hedges/foliage at the top of Common Lane/Castle Rising Road and a lighting column outside Belford’s Nursery with the electric box open, Mrs Cornwell said she would deal with all the items accordingly.
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Policy – Mr Smallwood confirmed that no meeting had been held.

7. REPORTS FROM OTHER COMMITTEES:

Infant School: – Report as attached.
Junior School: - Report, plus South Wootton Junior School Newsletter distributed and attached.  
Mr Smallwood said that there had been a full Governors meeting on the evening of 10th July 2017 where the budget for next year had been discussed. He said that the school should be on track for the budget. The SATS results are out and there is a little improvement from last year.

Mr Smallwood said that he had been a governor at the South Wootton Junior School for a number of years and could not keep going for ever. He said that it was important to keep the link with the Parish Council and asked if any members would be interested in joining the Governing Body. Mr Scales said that this would be something he would be interested in and he would liaise with Mr Smallwood about taking on the position.
On behalf of the Parish Council Mr Price wished the new Head of the South Wootton Junior School, Mrs Earl, well for her start in September.

Wootton Park: – Mrs Gotts said that there had been no meeting. She said it was quite disappointing that we had not heard how much money had been raised from the Picnic on the Park event. The next meeting will be on Tuesday 25th July 2017 at 7pm in the Parish Office meeting room.
Mrs Cornwell reported that there had been an incident at Wootton Park where a pupil from North Wootton Junior School had been approached by a man and suffered a minor injury. The Police are investigating this and their advice is that should anyone notice anything suspicious then please report this to them.

Mrs Cornwell also reported that over the past few weeks there have been several incidents of vandalism. Graffiti has been sprayed on the skatepark, benches and a picnic table. The graffiti has been removed by the Borough Council Cleanup Team. A small fire has caused a little damage to one of the changing room doors and the defibrillator has been touched, but no damage caused. 

South Wootton in Bloom: – Mrs Gotts said that the Anglian in Bloom judges visited the village on the afternoon of Friday 7th July 2017. She said that South 
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Wootton Junior School was fantastic with the children being a credit to the 
school. South Wootton Infant School and the Churchyard Sensory Garden were also great and the Woodlands Care Home had provided some wonderful flower 
baskets. The central garden planted by the Princes Trust volunteers was wonderful to see. The Care Home was awarded a certificate on the day for entering. The Village Sign, the Village Green and the noticeboard all looked good with no litter to be found anywhere.
