Proposals from Hopkins Homes:
Mr Price confirmed that all members had seen a copy of the recent email and plans from Chris Smith at Hopkins Homes.

He explained that Hopkins Homes need to achieve a suitable surface water drainage system and following Soil Testing undertaken by their Engineers have prepared a sustainable surface water drainage system, which has been designed to adequately accommodate the rainfall run-off in extreme events.

Mr Price stated that the plans comprise of two basins sited to the east of the proposed residential development and north of the proposed car park for the open space, which together will accommodate excess rainfall run-off during and after severe storm events. 
It was said that any water contained within these basins would not remain there for long, but would provide temporary containment areas before the water flows into the existing ditch to the north at a controlled rate. 

Mr Price stated that the resulting impact of this proposed system is that it does slightly reduce the area of land that Hopkins Homes were proposing to transfer to the Parish Council as new public open space; however, the basins will also accommodate the surface water run-off from the proposed car park serving the open space. 
Mr Price referred to the email and confirmed that the ownership and maintenance responsibility of these basins would be retained by Hopkins Homes, with a separate management structure and regime created to ensure that they would be adequately maintained in perpetuity.

After discussion, Mrs Gotts proposed that the Parish Council accepts the new proposal incorporating the two drainage basins as long as Hopkins Homes retain ownership and maintenance responsibilities; this was seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour.
Mr Price added that Hopkins Homes have also agreed to honor the previous agreement with Mr Allberry to pay up to £1,000 of the Parish Council’s Legal Fees.
Borough Council Workshops: Mrs Cornwell informed members that the Borough Council’s Planning Department has organised some workshops to assist Parish Councils with Considerations when determining Planning Applications.

She stated that three sessions have been arranged as follows:

Monday 14th November 2016

5pm - 7pm

Wednesday 23rd November 2016

5pm - 7pm

Thursday 24th November 2016

5pm – 7pm

She stated that all sessions would be held at the Assembly Room, The Town Hall, Saturday Market Place and anyone interested in attending should let her know so that a place can be booked.

6.  To discuss Highways Issues: 
Gas Main Replacement: Mrs Cornwell informed members that following correspondence from Simon Turner at Norfolk County Council, she can confirm that works on the Gas Main Replacement at the Castle Rising Road Traffic Lights will commence in January 2017.

She stated that the most disruption will be experienced during the period 13th – 26th March 2017.

Gas Leak at Castle Rising Road/Grimston Road: Mr Reynolds spoke regarding the Gas works at Castle Rising Road/Grimston Road and said that some items, signage etc is still left at the site near to the Pumping Station along Grimston Road.

Mrs Cornwell stated that she had contacted Norfolk County Council several times regarding the matter; however she would contact Simon Turner at Norfolk County Council to request that these are removed.

Grimston Road Verges:  Mr Reynolds reported that the grass verges at Knights Hill, Grimston Road had still not been cut and brambles have now started to grow into the footpath.
Mrs Cornwell stated that the verges are due to be cut imminently by Norfolk County Council.
ASDA Hedge at Grimston Road: Mr Reynolds reported that the front hedge which overhangs the cycle/footpath at Grimston Road has been trimmed back recently but needs to be cut right back to the boundary line.
Mrs Cornwell said that the work was carried out last week; she stated that she would chase the matter up with the Manager at ASDA requesting that the hedge is cut back further.
There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.20pm.
