Minutes of a Planning Committee Meeting held at 7.00pm 
On Tuesday 17th July 2017 in the Parish Council Meeting Room

2.  To confirm the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 4th July 2017:  These were proposed as a correct record by Mr Price, seconded by Mr Bland with all members in favour they were signed by the Chairman.

5. To discuss Planning Applications received and notifications of the Borough Council Applications for Grant or Refusal:

Outline Major application for mixed-use urban extension of up to 450 dwellings

Mr Bland explained that prior to the evenings meeting, Mr Price had kindly prepared and circulated to all members a list of objections to the proposed development. He wished to express his thanks on behalf of the Parish Council for the hard work and time this has taken.
Members confirmed that they had all read through the objections.

Mr Price asked members if they had any amendments or additions to make.

Comment was made that the list was very comprehensive and that Mr Price had covered all the relevant objections.

With one or two minor amendments and an addition regarding the need for additional Traffic Surveys at all junctions (to include Sandy Lane, Langley Road, Nursery Lane and Hall Lane), Mr Jordan proposed that the Parish Council should object to the application as per the circulated objections (See attached); this was seconded by Mr Wells with all members in favour.

Mrs Cornwell stated that in addition to the list of Objections she would resubmit the Transport Report.

Mrs Cornwell informed members that an application for Ash Lodge, 3 Sandy Lane, South Wootton 17/00827/PAGPD was not required as it is a single storey rear extension which extends beyond the rear wall by 6.5 metres with a maximum height of 2.5 metres and height of 2.75 metres to the eaves.
6.  To discuss the Electoral Review of Kings Lynn and West Norfolk: Warding Arrangements:  
Mr Bland confirmed that all members had received a copy of the Electoral Review Briefing presentation and the proposed Ward Boundary map. 

He explained that he had attended the presentation which provided details of the process that would take place.

It was explained that the review is taking place in order to reduce the number of Borough Councilors from 62 to 54 and to balance out each Ward so that Borough Councilors represent approximately 2300 - 2400 residents each.
Comment was made that some of the smaller coastal Parishes will be put together, however it was reiterated that it is only the Ward Boundaries which are changing not the Parish Boundaries.

After discussion, Mr Jordan proposed that the Parish Council approve of the recommendation (As per the map); this was seconded by Mr Price with one abstention all other members were in favour.

7.  To discuss possible Street Naming for the Hopkins and Moore Development (9 acre field):
Mrs Cornwell referred to the circulated email from Mr David Allberry regarding a possible name for the new development at Nursery Lane.

She read out the email and explained that the land including the former orchard, wood and Sylvan House itself were bought by Mr Allberry’s grandfather Captain LD Sandbach with war injury compensation money following the loss of his leg and severe other injuries suffered in the Somme.  
It was said that Captain LD Sandbach was a keen sportsman and will have been happy to see the majority of the field go to public recreational use.

Members discussed that matter and felt that it would be a lovely idea to use Captain LD Sandbach‘s name.
Mr Narborough proposed that the new Hopkins and Moore Development at Nursery Lane should be called “Sandbach”; this was seconded by Mr Reynolds with all members in favour.

8.  To discuss Highways Issues: 

Grimston Road – Cycle / Footpath:   Mrs Cornwell spoke regarding the request from Mr Reynolds to have the white lining on the Grimston Road Cycle / Footpath refreshed.

She stated that she had heard back from the NCC Highways Department who have confirmed that they will not be looking to replace any cycle-path linings this year as the budget is committed already. However, the plan is that by next year’s first work order, ALL cycle-path markings in Kings Lynn and the Woottons will be on the list to be refreshed. 

West Norfolk Recycling Rewards:  Mrs Cornwell confirmed that following the Parish Council meeting, she had successfully nominated South Wootton in Bloom as the nominated local Community Group to hopefully benefit from the Borough Councils West Norfolk Recycling Rewards.

She explained that in addition the scheme rewards residents of the Borough of Kings Lynn and West Norfolk for their recycling efforts. 

Mr Price explained that the more people in South Wootton who are signed up to the scheme the more influence they will have on the final vote.

Castle Rising Road / Grimston Road footpath:  Mr Reynolds reported that the Yew hedge on the corner of Castle Rising Road / Grimston Road has become overgrown and is encroaching onto the footpath.
Mrs Cornwell confirmed that she would send a letter to the resident to request that the hedge is trimmed back.
Kings Lynn Stakeholder Meeting – Kings Lynn Area Programme:  Mr Bland informed members that he and Mr Narborough had attended the meeting earlier in the day when Adrian Stout, the Network Coordinator West Area (Community and Environmental Services) provided details of current planned Highways Works.

Bus Shelter Works:  Mr Jordan confirmed that the Groundworks for the new Bus Shelters at Grimston Road have started.

Norfolk Minerals Site Specific Allocations Development Plan Document (DPD): Single Issue Silica Sand Review:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that she had circulated correspondence to Mr Bland and Mr Price regarding the Main Modifications and Additional Modifications.

She confirmed that an Invitation had been received for the Parish Council to make representations.

Members agreed that the Parish Council has no comments to make.
