5. To discuss Planning Applications received and notifications of the Borough Council Applications for Grant or Refusal:

The Red House, Hall Lane, South Wootton
New dwelling within the grounds of existing dwelling

Decision: Object to the Application

· By virtue of its prominence in front of the existing dwelling, the proposed dwelling would create a tandem form of development which is out of character with the immediate locality. This is characterized by single detached dwellings set back from the highway.

· The sub division of the plot would leave the new and existing dwellings with little private amenity space contrary to the characteristics of the built form in the locality. The proposal would also be an incongruous feature rendering the donor dwelling to be a form of backland development by default, by not providing a good standard of amenity to future and existing occupiers and the proposal not adhering to the building characteristics of the locality the Parish Council feel this is totally inappropriate for the area. 

· The proposed dwelling by virtue of its positioning and form would appear cramped and have no regard for the space between dwellings, be positioned in front of the existing building line and be detrimental to the visual amenity of the area. The Application is contrary to the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy H3.

· The property is enclosed by a high boundary wall making visibility very difficult on a narrow section of road.

Note: Planning Applications should conform to the Policies laid out in the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan.

Mrs Cornwell informed members that the Parish Council has now been informed of the Planning Application for Knights Hill.

She stated that the application is for the Residential development of up to 635 dwellings incorporating affordable housing, together with a local centre for use A1, A2, A3 and/or A5, D2 community floor space, open space, formal sport pitches, a car park to serve Reffley Wood and associated development to include substations, drainage features, roads, cycle and pedestrian paths and other such works.  
Mrs Cornwell said that the Planning Application will be discussed at the next Planning Committee Meeting on 6th February 2017, when all members of the Parish Council will be invited to attend.

Mrs Cornwell informed members that Mr Steve Carden, a resident of Ullswater Avenue had been in to the office to raise his concerns regarding the development as well as the proposed Bus Route via Ullswater Avenue (See attached comments).

Mrs Cornwell stated that she would issue a copy of Mr Carden’s comments to all Parish Councilors so that they can digest them along with the application prior to the meeting on 6th February 2017.

Meeting with Ed Saunders and Mark Mann re: Development West of Hall Lane:
Mrs Cornwell explained that on 18th January 2017, members of the Planning Committee had met with Ed Saunders and Mark Mann regarding the Development to the West of Hall Lane.

She read out the notes of the meeting produced by Mr Price (See attached).
Mrs Cornwell said that the Parish Council would keep in touch with Ed Saunders who is involved with development of both the Knights Hill site and the Land to the West of Hall Lane. 
Mr Reynolds commented that any roads within the proposed developments must be of Norfolk County Council standard.
Adoption of Community Infrastructure Levy: 
Mrs Cornwell informed members that following the full Borough Council meeting held on 19th January 2017, the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) has been formally adopted and will come into effect from Wednesday 15th February 2017.
She said that this will mean that all active applications without a decision may be liable for CIL as from 15 February 2017.

Mrs Cornwell confirmed that she would circulate the CIL Process Summary Flowchart, the Community Infrastructure Levy Guidance Notes and the Charging schedule to all members.

6.  To discuss Highways Issues: 

Gas Leak at Castle Rising Road/Grimston Road: Mrs Cornwell spoke regarding the upcoming works at Grimston Road and confirmed that work should commence from 13th March 2017 through until 26th March 2017.

Road Traffic Accident: Mr Reynolds reported that an accident involving four cars had happened at the Langley Road / Grimston Road junction.
