He said that following consideration of the information submitted the Highway Authority have confirmed that they have no objection to the application subject to the inclusion of the following conditions and informative notes on any consent notice issued: 

SHC 11 Notwithstanding the submitted details unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority the proposed private drive shall be maintained in perpetuity at a minimum width of 4.2 metres for its complete length and shall be constructed perpendicular to the highway carriageway for a minimum length of 10 metres as measured from the near edge of the highway carriageway. Reason: In the interest of highway safety and traffic movement. 
SHC 14 Notwithstanding the provision of Class A of Schedule 2, Part 2 of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 2015, (or any Order revoking, amending or re-enacting that Order) no gates, bollard, chain or other means of obstruction shall be erected across the approved access unless details have first been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Reason: In the interests of highway safety. 
SHC 24 Prior to the first occupation of the development hereby permitted the proposed access / on-site car parking / servicing / loading, unloading / turning area shall be laid out, demarcated, leveled, surfaced and drained in accordance with the approved plan and retained thereafter available for that specific use. Reason: To ensure the permanent availability of the parking / maneuvering area, in the interests of highway safety.
