6.  To discuss Highways Issues: 

Proposed new Bus Shelter at ASDA Grimston Road: Mrs Cornwell referred to an email received from a resident regarding the proposed new Bus Shelter for ASDA / Allotments, Grimston Road.

The resident had raised concerns that the particular Bus Stop is not used regularly and felt that the siting of a Bus Shelter was not necessary.

Members discussed the matter and agreed that the Bus Stop is used by residents as well as employees of ASDA.

It was agreed that the siting of a Bus Shelter at the Bus Stop should proceed.

Appledore Close update:  Mr Narborough asked if there had been any update with regards to the resurfacing of the footpaths at Appledore Close.

Mrs Cornwell stated that Damien Jeffries, the Highways Engineer has confirmed that the entire footway has been placed onto a scheme to be surface dressed next year, a new gully is to be installed outside no19 to alleviate the problem of pooling water.

She said that Mr Jeffries had spoken to a number of residents to notify them of the proposed works.
