Legal Compliance

This DPD has not been prepared in accordance with the Borough Council's Local Development Scheme (May 2009). Whilst the site allocations document is referenced in the LDF, the timescales as set out in the LDS have passed and not been met (section 19(1) of the 2004 Act).
Summary

South Wootton Parish Council contends that paragraph E4.16 and Policy E4.1, part 5c of the site allocations document fails the 'positively prepared', 'justified' and 'effective' tests of soundness as the policy approach to site access at Knights Hill, as currently drafted, is not founded upon a robust and credible evidence base. In addition it has not been demonstrated whether the proposals are the most appropriate or deliverable strategy when considered 

against reasonable alternatives.
In the absence of evidence provided by the Borough Council to support this allocation, South Wootton Parish Council contends that sufficient technical evidence has been submitted by the Parish Council and/or is available to enable the Council to provide a more appropriate policy framework. This framework can then provide more certainty surrounding the level of growth which is either appropriate or deliverable in this location, having regard to the evidence which is available.
Main Representation

Positively Prepared – Paragraph E4.16 and Policy E4.1 part 5c, both indicate that a secondary access point is required in order to deliver the proposed allocation. South Wootton Parish Council contends that this is a key infrastructure requirement which is fundamental in the delivery of this quantum of growth. Therefore it is the view of the Parish Council that the Borough Council, in consultation with the Norfolk County Council as the Local Highway Authority should provide sufficient evidence to ascertain whether an acceptable (not purely just from a Highway perspective) secondary access point can be delivered. If this cannot be accommodated, this does question the deliverability of the infrastructure requirements to deliver this level of growth in this location.
Justified

Given no suggestion has been given as to where this access could be, or no technical evidence to support whether this is deliverable, it is the Parish Council's opinion that there is no proportionate evidence which justifies that the policy and supporting text as drafted is the most appropriate strategy. Without investigating a secondary access location, how can the Council be justified in its assumptions about the level of growth which can be accommodated by this general direction of growth, and in fact whether this will be technically deliverable.
Effective

In the absence of any knowledge surrounding the access strategy for this allocation, South Wootton Parish Council questions how the Borough Council can be satisfied that this soundness test is sufficiently met on the basis that the plan should be deliverable over its period. Given the uncertainty over secondary access, how can the Council be confident that this allocation is deliverable for the quantum of growth envisaged if the access principles have not yet been established and supported by technical evidence.
Evidence
With reference to the technical Transport Appraisal work provided to the Borough Council in November 2012, this evidence concludes at that time that the allocation at Knights Hill should be reduced by half to ensure that the level of growth proposed can be accommodated within the scope of the existing constraints on the local highway network. This appraisal allowed for deliverable improvements to adequately mitigate the impacts of the proposed growth.
