Construction of 2No Dwellings and garages
Decision: Object to the Application
By virtue of the restricted size of the site the proposed development would comprise an unacceptably cramped form of development that would appear incongruous in the street scene and be out of character with the existing pattern of development in the area. The properties would cause unreasonable loss of privacy to neighbouring properties, overshadowing and would be overbearing and out of scale in terms of the appearance with existing developments in the community. The proposal is contrary to policies CS01 & CS08 of the Core Strategy 2011, policy DM15 of the Site Allocation & Development Management Policies Plan 2015 and Policies H2 & H3 of the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan 2015-2026.

Norfolk County Council state that 3 parking spaces should be provided for each four bedroom property, the current third parking spaces are too tight against the boundary and dwelling to be accessible, in response to these comments the plans have been revised and bedroom four has now become a study. This is purely a paper exercise and if these plans are approved the study will most certainly become a fourth bedroom. This is totally unacceptable.

The proposed entrance into the new properties on Avon Road is a very narrow twisted stretch of road not appropriate for two large properties and associated vehicles.

The Parish Council would support the development of one single storey bungalow only, with the proviso that there is minimum impact on trees and hedgerows within and around the site. As per South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy E1.

6.  To discuss Highways Issues: 

Street Naming – New Development between 102 and 116 Nursery Lane, South Wootton:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that the Consultation Phase on the two new road names for the 9 acre field site has now been completed and she confirmed that the Borough Council of Kings Lynn and West Norfolk have now approved the names as Sandbach Road and Leonard Close.
Boundary Commission:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that the Boundary Commission has now produced its draft recommendations on the new electoral arrangements for Kings Lynn and West Norfolk Borough Council.
She said that the proposal shows that Kings Lynn and West Norfolk should be represented by 55 Councilors, seven fewer than there are currently and should have 34 wards, eight fewer than there are currently (38 wards should change and four will remain the same).

Mrs Cornwell referred to the maps within the document and stated that The Woottons electoral ward will consist of Sandringham, Anmer, North Wootton, South Wootton and Castle Rising parishes, with three Borough Councilors.
BCKLWN Planning Department Update Sessions:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that an email had been received from the Borough Council inviting members to attend a general update session.

The sessions will take place on Monday 5 March 2018 and Tuesday 6 March 2018 commencing at 6pm in the Town Hall, Saturday Market Place, Kings Lynn. The sessions aim to finish by 7.30pm.

Mrs Cornwell said that part of the update sessions will provide presentations regarding:-

Norfolk Minerals Site Specific Allocations Development Plan Document (DPD): Single Issue Silica Sand Review - Notice of Adoption:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that the Single Issue Silica Sand Review of the Norfolk Minerals Site Specific Allocations DPD was adopted by Norfolk County Council on 11 December 2017.
Request for Grit Bin – Oak Avenue: Members discussed the request for a new Grit Bin to be sited at the junction of Oak Avenue with Castle Rising Road.
After brief discussion, members agreed that the matter should be deferred until September 2018.
