Notification of a New Property Address: Mrs Cornwell informed members that Notification of a New Property Address had been received for 8 Nursery Close, South Wootton.
South Wootton War Memorial, Church of St Mary, Church Lane, South Wootton: Mrs Cornwell was pleased to report that Historic England has decided to include the South Wootton War Memorial on the statutory list of Buildings of Special Historic Interest as from 21st February 2018.

She referred to the Case Report and stated that the South Wootton War Memorial is a modest but well-executed memorial, which acts as a poignant reminder of the sacrifices of nine local men of South Wootton who fell during the First World War. It stands in a prominent location in the churchyard of the Church of St Mary (listed at Grade II*), with which it forms a group. It is considered that the memorial possesses special architectural and historic interest and meets the criteria for statutory listing.
Informal Meeting with Representatives of Larkfleet Homes: Mr Bland explained that along with Mr Price and Mrs Cornwell he had attended an informal meeting on Monday 26th February 2018 with Mr Mark Mann and Mr Tom Ayres of Larkfleet Developments.

It was said that Mr Mann had approached the Parish Council and asked for an informal meeting to bring the Parish Council up to date regarding the Planning Application for the land West of Hall Lane. (See attached Notes)

Mr Mann said that the Outline Planning Application would be submitted to the Borough Council by May 2018.
