Minutes of a Meeting held at 7pm on Tuesday, 8th May 2018 

In the Parish Council Meeting Room, Church Lane, South Wootton
1. TO ELECT A CHAIRMAN FOR THE ENSUING YEAR:
Mr Jordan asked members for nominations for a Chairman for the ensuing year. Mr Jordan proposed that Mr David Price continue in his role as Chairman of the Parish Council, this was seconded by Mrs Gotts, there being no other nominations this was unanimously agreed.  

2. TO ELECT A VICE CHAIRMAN FOR THE ENSUING YEAR:
Mr Price thanked the other Councillors and asked for nominations for the role of Vice Chairman. Mr Smallwood proposed that Mr Ivan Jordan continue in his role as Vice Chairman, there being no other nominations this was seconded by Mr Narborough and unanimously agreed. 

The Declarations of Acceptance of Office were signed.
3.   PRESENT: Mr D Price, Mr I Jordan, Mr J Smallwood,  Mr M Narborough, Mr S Scales, Mr H Hofmeister, Mrs D Gotts, Mr A Evans, Mr P Bland, Mr K Reynolds, Mr S Wells, Mrs T L Cornwell (Parish Clerk) and Mrs M Kirby (Assistant Parish Clerk). 
APOLOGIES: Mrs T Banks, Mr R Williamson, Mrs M Albinson, Borough Councillors Mr N Daubney and Mrs E Nockolds and County Councillor Mr S Eyre

4. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING: – 10th April 2018, these were proposed as a correct record by Mrs Gotts, seconded by Mr Narborough with one abstention, all other members were in favour and they were signed by the Chairman.

5. DECLARATION OF INTERESTS: – Mr Smallwood declared an interest as he is an Allotment Tenant.
6. QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC: – None present 
7. REPORTS FROM THE BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS: 

Borough Councillor Nockolds:  Kings Lynn is a Historic Action Zone, HAZ, awarded to us by Historic England and will be until 2022. The HAZ will enable us to undertake a feasibility study and an initial master planning of key sites which will explore the possibility of releasing Brownfield land within the town centre, which could provide much needed housing within the heart of the town.
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The three key sites Historic England is working on at the moment are Southgate’s area, Common Staithe Quay and Chapel Street car park. All three places have had bore holes done by professional Archaeologists. On the Chapel Street car park a Coring Project will take place due to the dampness which was found during the Bore holes.
All the information will be placed on the NCC Archaeological Database. 

Within the project there will also be a feasibility study on the town centre empty flats above the shops. The aim is to encourage the owners to restore them and make them livable.
Historic England will appoint a Project Manager to work in partnership with the BCKL&WN, NCC, LEP Town Centre BID and the Chamber of Trade.

This month the Council has arranged three events for the public, the Plant Fair, the Hanse Festival and the Cycle Race in partnership with Pedal Revolution.

Borough Councillor Daubney:  No Report 
County Councillor Eyre:  No Report 
Mrs Cornwell wished to inform members that Cllr Eyre had very kindly donated via his Norfolk County Council Members Fund £4,000 towards the purchase of the three new Bus Shelters for the Parish.

Members wished to thank Cllr Eyre for his kind donation, it was confirmed that a letter of thanks had already been sent to Cllr Eyre.

8. REPORTS FROM THE COMMITTEES:
Assets  
Storage Extension to Village Hall:  Mr Narborough confirmed that Mr Matt Sturgeon is currently in the process of drawing up some detailed plans for the Extension to allow for additional Storage space at the Village Hall.

Once the more detailed plans are received, the Parish Council will be able to obtain quotes for the work.

Trade Waste Bins:  Mr Narborough commented that just recently the Trade Waste Bins at the Village Hall have been full to capacity and Mr McIntyre, has been unable to contain all of his waste collected from the Parish Litter Bins.
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Mrs Cornwell explained that the issue had been a one-off as the Pre-School had recently had a clear out of some unwanted items which had coincided with a large party as well as a Bank Holiday weekend.

Mrs Cornwell assured members that the situation has now been resolved.

Equipment in the Garage:  Mr Narborough informed members that on Friday 4th May 2018 he had met with Nigel Colman from Thurlow Nunn to look at the large items stored in the Garage for possible sale.

Mr Narborough stated that Mr Colman had looked at the machinery, had taken photos and would provide the Parish Council with a price in due course.
Mr Jordan confirmed that it had previously been agreed that Mr Price, Mr Narborough and himself could agree the sale of the items. 
All members were happy.
Trees on the Green:  Mr Smallwood spoke regarding the trees at the southern end of the Green and felt that the stock had diminished.

He suggested that perhaps either a Rowan Tree or an Oak Tree should be planted in the area.

Mrs Cornwell confirmed that the matter is due to be discussed at the next Assets Committee meeting in June 2018.

Greenhouses at the Allotments:  Mr Reynolds reported that a large glass Greenhouse is currently being constructed at the Allotments.

He was concerned that such a large structure made from glass could pose a danger.
Mrs Cornwell confirmed that buildings/structures on the Allotments is also due for discussion at the next Assets Committee meeting in June 2018.

Finance
Mr Jordan confirmed that the next meeting is due to be held in July, however stated that there were one or two things to go through.

Mr Jordan advised members that Mrs Liz Manning the newly appointed Internal Auditor had carried out the Internal Audit and had provided the Parish Council with a very nice complimentary letter.  Mr Jordan read out the letter.
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Members thanked both Mr Jordan and Mrs Cornwell for producing the accounts.

End of Year Return: Mrs Cornwell referred members to Section 2 of the Annual Return – Annual governance statement and asked all Parish Councillors to answer yes or no to the nine questions which she read out.  After giving a yes answer to questions 1 to 8 with question 9 not applicable this section was signed by the Parish Council Chairman and the Clerk. Accounting Statements for 2017/2018 were also approved and signed.
As Mrs Cornwell had not received the Bank Statements, the Bank reconciliation for the month of April will be done along with May at our June meeting. 

Mrs Cornwell confirmed that all the information would now be sent to the External Auditors, PKF Littlejohn.

Planning 
Mr Bland confirmed that all members had received the minutes of the Planning Committee meeting held on 23rd May 2018 and stated that everything was as per the minutes.

He was pleased to confirm that the Borough Council had refused Planning Permission for the following Application:

17/02372/F 

Land to the Rear of Branscombe 44 Nursery Lane, South Wootton 
Construction of 2No Dwellings and garages
Comments from Mr Alan Gomm – Re Neighbourhood Plan:  Mr Bland explained that the Borough Council’s Local Plan is to be extended to 2036 and this had raised concerns regarding our South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan as it only runs to 2026.

Mr Bland stated that Mrs Cornwell had contacted Mr Gomm to find out if the Parish Council needs to take any action.

Mr Bland said that Members of the Planning Committee had discussed the response from Mr Gomm and felt that urgent attention was unnecessary, it was agreed that the Parish Council should monitor the situation and should anything with the Local Plan become relevant, Mr Gomm should be invited to come and talk to the Parish Council.

It was confirmed that Mrs Cornwell had sent an email to Mr Gomm to say that the Parish Council is willing to wait to see the evolving Local Plan before a meeting is arranged.
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Lorries illegally parked at Langley Road:  Mr Bland spoke regarding reports that ASDA delivery Lorries had been parking on the footpath at Langley Road near to the rear goods entrance.

It was said that following Mrs Cornwell’s discussions with Mr Steve Parker, the Store Manager of ASDA the situation seems to have been resolved.

Meadow Road Access:  Mr Price spoke regarding the two housing developments proposed on the land to the west of Hall Lane (Larkfleet) and to the west of Nursery Lane (Bowbridge) and was pleased to report that correspondence had been received from Mrs Liz Poole the Principal Engineer at Norfolk County Council, confirming that construction traffic will have to access the development site from a new roundabout on Edward Benefer Way. 
He confirmed that the new roundabout will be required to be constructed prior to commencement of the development and will facilitate construction traffic access to the site.

 

He added that confirmation has also been given that access to the Bowbridge site to the north will be required to access from Nursery Lane and not from Meadow Road.

 

It was said that this is very good news and residents in the Meadow Road area have been advised of the situation via a letter drop.

Policy 
Mr Smallwood confirmed that the meeting scheduled for May 2nd had to be postponed and will be re-scheduled as soon as paperwork and Policies for the Data Protection Regulations are complete.

It was said that to minimise inconvenience, and to guarantee a “quorum”, would councillors who serve on the Policy Committee please let the Parish Office know if there are any evenings when they will be unable to attend a meeting, as we may not necessarily meet on a Wednesday.
Mrs Cornwell confirmed that any correspondence coming into the Parish Office from Companies or Private Individuals will need to be compliant with the Data Protection Regulations; she said that as long as the Parish Council can show that it is working to put things in place for the short term we will be covered.

The Archaeological evaluation:  This continues in the meadows to the west of the Junior School. One area of the trench nearest the west end of our Cemetery extension produced 200+ finds; a larger scale excavation may be required.
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9. REPORTS FROM OTHER COMMITTEES:

Infant School: – No Report 
Junior School: - Mr Scales confirmed that three Newsletters had been issued by Mrs Earl providing updates as to what is happening within the School.

He added that SAT’s will be taking place during the week commencing 14th  May  2018, and that the children had been through practice sessions and had been establishing better time management.

On 23rd May, a Careers Day is scheduled with people visiting the school to talk about the jobs that they do; it is hoped that this will highlight to the children the importance of Maths and English.
Mr Scales stated that Highways issues near to the School has once again been discussed, it was felt that road humps, lining and 20mph signage may alleviate the issues of poor parking and speeding.

Mrs Cornwell said that the problem is due to parent’s poor parking, she said the best way to tackle the issue is via the Children.
She explained that in the past the former Head teacher, Mr Rice had been out to talk to parents regarding their parking, she suggested that perhaps Mrs Earl would consider doing the same.

Wootton Park: – Mrs Gotts confirmed that the minutes of the last meeting held on 24th April 2018 had been circulated to all members.
She spoke regarding the Pavilion roof repairs and stated that Jarvis Roofing had carried out a temporary repair; however it was felt that as the roof lights no longer serve a purpose, it had been agreed by the Wootton Park Committee that it would be best if these were boarded over to make water tight and an indicative quote for the work had been provided by Jarvis Roofing for £400.00 +VAT.

Mr Jordan suggested that Mrs Cornwell should check with Building Control that there are no restrictions on carrying out the work.

After discussion, Mr Price proposed that subject to clarification from Building Control the roof lights should be boarded over, this was seconded by Mr Wells with all members in favour.

Mrs Gotts stated that the “200 Club” is still operating and people are winning cash prizes every month.
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South Wootton in Bloom: – Mrs Gotts confirmed that South Wootton in Bloom would be having a stall once again at the Spring Plant and Craft Fair event on the Tuesday Market Place on 12th May 2018; she said that this would be the only fund raiser this year.

She informed members that she and Mr Nolan Mills have an appointment to meet Mrs Earl, the Head teacher at the Junior School on Thursday 10th May.

Mrs Gotts spoke regarding the new Bench which has been purchased and donated by South Wootton in Bloom and explained that a decision needs to be made by the Parish Council regarding where it is to be located.

She said that it is hoped that it will be located on the South Wootton Strip near to the Wildflowers; however one of two concerns had been raised from residents.

Members discussed the situation and the points raised by residents and felt that the bench will be a huge benefit to people walking through from Avon Road towards Wootton Park.
After further discussion, Mrs Gotts proposed that the new Bench should be sited in its original planned position near to the Wildflowers on the South Wootton Strip; this was seconded by Mr Wells with all members in favour
Finally, Mrs Gotts confirmed that she is still awaiting news from the Anglia in Bloom judges as to when they will be visiting the Parish. She said that they usually visit during the first week of July.
Mrs Kirby referred to the circulated Minutes and the point raised by Mr Hankinson, regarding the removal of the ivy from the base of the tree close to where the old Phone box stood.

She said that she had walked past when the work was being carried out and had noticed that a robin and a blackbird were in the vicinity concerned about the work, she stated that it was not the right time of year to carry out tree pruning / cutting. 

Members acknowledged and agreed with the point made.
