· The first-floor element of the extension should be set back from the principal elevation of the existing dwelling by at least 0.5 metres.

· Parking provision should be made for 3 cars – as per the Norfolk County Council guidelines.

Norfolk Minerals and Waste Local Plan Review: Initial Consultation & Statement of Community Involvement Consultation:  Mr Bland confirmed that he had read through the correspondence received and confirmed that a six-week consultation period would be held from 29 June 2018 to 13th August 2018 inclusive.

Members agreed that the Parish Council did not need to make comment.

Gambling Act 2005 - Statement of Licensing Policy Review (Statement of Principles) Mrs Cornwell explained that The Gambling Act 2005 requires all local authorities to publish a Statement of Principles each three-year period.  The current policy was approved by the BCKL&WN on the 26th November 2015 and regulations require that the policy is reviewed, and the new statement of principles is in place by the 31st January 2019.  
It was said that a consultation period is running from 2nd July 2018 until 1st October 2018 and Parish Councils have been invited to make comment.
After discussion, Members agreed that the Parish Council did not need to make comment.

Application for consent for works FWC/17/2/5430 – CULVERT:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that correspondence had been received from Mr Cholerton regarding his application for consent to culvert the ditch behind his property 10 Tintern Grove, South Wootton, PE30 3TN.

It was said that Mr Cholerton had provided the Parish Council with correspondence from Norfolk County Council giving consent for the works to move the boundary up to the school fence.

Mrs Cornwell stated that Mr Cholerton has indicated that foliage clearance will start once the hot weather has subsided and hopefully ground works will start in the Autumn.

15/01782/OM – Land accessed between 142 – 150 Grimston Road, South Wootton: Mr Reynolds enquired regarding the current situation regarding the application from Clayland Developments to build 60 new dwellings on the land accessed between 142 and 150 Grimston Road, South Wootton.

Mr Bland informed members that on 2nd July 2018, along with Mrs Cornwell he had attended the Planning Committee Meeting at the Borough Council when the application for was discussed.

He was pleased to report that both Cllr Nockolds, Cllr Daubney, Mr David Goddard and Clayland Developments had all spoken against the link road through to the new proposed development and it had been said that South Wootton Parish Council had too supported the application without the link road.

Mr Bland explained that after lengthy discussion it had been decided by seven votes to six votes that there should be no link road and that the accesses to the larger development at Knights Hill would be Footpath and Cycle path only.

Mrs Cornwell added that after the Planning Committee meeting on 2nd July, she had an opportunity to speak to Mr & Mrs Tilley from Clayland Developments regarding their application.

She explained that just prior to the meeting they had decided to increase their proposed numbers from 52 dwellings to 60 and suggested that as the Parish Council had supported the development, a reshuffle and reduction back to the original number of 52 dwellings would hopefully be seen.
Roydon Common Visitor facilities:  Mrs Cornwell referred to correspondence received from Mr Ian Leatherbarrow at Norfolk Wildlife Trust and stated that he had informed her that the Trust has been successful in obtaining planning permission and (partial) funding for the additional or improved visitor facilities on the west and east edges of Roydon Common.
She stated that they hope to start the works in the late summer and while there will be some disturbance to the two car parking areas they plan to keep this to a minimum. Advance warnings will be given to local organisations along with site notices and information on our website. 

Norfolk Wildlife Trust will continue with funding bids for the education and events programme and staff. 

Mrs Cornwell stated that thanks had been given to the Parish Council for its support of the project. 

6.  To discuss Highways Issues: 
Grimston Road Footpath/Cycle path White Lining:  Mrs Cornwell spoke regarding the Footpath/Cycle path at Grimston Road and confirmed that she had spoken to the Highways Engineer regarding when the work is likely to take place.

She stated that the work has been issued to the contractor and they have 84 days to complete the job.

Bus Shelter Update:  Mrs Cornwell confirmed that work to install the three new Bus Shelters is in progress, she said that the concrete pads are currently being laid by Norfolk County Council and the Bus Shelters will be installed soon after. 

Street Lighting at Edward Benefer Way:  Mr Reynolds reported that a long stretch of Street lights is not working along Edward Benefer Way, it was said that late at night the road is in complete darkness and a danger to cyclists and pedestrians using the pathway.
Mrs Cornwell said that she would report the matter to Norfolk County Council Street Lighting who are responsible for the lights.

(Clerks Note: NCC have confirmed that operatives are on site trying to sort out the issues with an underground cable fault).
There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.50pm.
