2.  To confirm the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 12th November 2018:  These were proposed as a correct record by Mr Price seconded by Mr Narborough with all members in favour they were signed by the Chairman.

4a. Borough Council Planning Committee meeting - 17th December 2018, Bowbridge Development (Land on the West side of Nursery Lane) and Larkfleet Development (Land North West of South Wootton: 
Mr Bland spoke regarding the Borough Council’s Planning Committee meeting which was held earlier in the day and confirmed that despite there being a good show from the various speakers opposing the developments, both applications were unfortunately passed.

Comment was made that Cllr Daubney had spoken particularly well and had highlighted that members on the Planning Committee were there to represent the people.

Mr Bland stated that whilst the Outline Planning Permission has been granted, the Parish Council will be able to comment on the details within the full application.
Mr Price stated that during the meeting he had mentioned the access for construction vehicles at Meadow Road.

He confirmed that Mr Mark Mann from Larkfleet Developments had indicated that the link road would not be constructed until 75 properties have been built. 

Mr Narborough stated that the infrastructure should be in place first.

Comment was made that instead of the proposed new roundabout at Edward Benefer Way, traffic lights may be better.
