5. To discuss Planning Applications received and notifications of the Borough Council Applications for Grant or Refusal:

9 Tintern Grove, South Wootton

Change of public open space into domestic garden space. Erection of a small fence and conifer trees.

Decision: Object to the Application

· The Area is public amenity land that should be maintained and kept public.

· The erection of a fence and conifer hedge will make this area very dark and secluded in the winter posing a security risk for members of the public.

· The applicant mentions that the erection of a small fence and conifer trees are in line with the aesthetics of the park, Wootton Park has no conifer trees and the Parish Council generally find these mature and overgrow footpaths, causing a nuisance to members of the public. 

· This Planning Application does not conform to the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan, Policy 7.1. The Parish Council feels that trees and hedgerow’s provide diversity and richness to the landscape, as well as forming wildlife havens, corridors and a rich source of food for insects, birds and wild animals and should be protected wherever possible.

The Red House, Hall Lane, South Wootton

Proposed garage extension to the front of the property.

Decision: Object to the Application

· By virtue of its prominence in front of the existing dwelling, the proposed buildings would create an overdevelopment of the site which is out of character with the immediate locality. This is characterized by single detached dwellings set back from the highway.

· The proposed buildings by virtue of the positioning would appear cramped and in front of the building line and be detrimental to the visual amenity of the area. Contrary to the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy H3. 

· If you look at the previous set of plans 16/02196/F which were refused by the local authority and refused at appeal, it would seem they are very similar in size, only classified as storage/gym and garage areas. The Parish Council are strongly concerned that the construction quality and buildings are of a standard that suggests, if the application is approved, they could easily be adapted to form living accommodation, which has previously been refused.

· The Parish Council feel that the formation of the additional buildings would create a different character and appearance of the surrounding area and would be harmful to it. The Parish Council feel this is contrary to Policy CS08 of the adopted Kings Lynn and West Norfolk Borough Council Core Strategy and as mentioned above the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy H3 which requires new development to have regard to the character and appearance of their surroundings,  would not have significant harmful impacts on the amenities of surrounding residential properties and are consistent with the policies of NPPF.

6.  To discuss Highways Issues: 
NCC Parish Partnership Scheme:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that she had received confirmation that the NCC Parish Partnership Scheme would be running again for 2020/2021.

The scheme contributes 50% funding towards eligible projects within the Parish, up to a maximum bid of £25,000.

Mr Price suggested that a flashing speed sign for Nursery Lane may be a possible idea.

It was confirmed that bids for the scheme need to be submitted by December 2019.

Overhanging hedges at Castle Rising Road:  Mr Wells reported that several hedges along Castle Rising Road are overhanging the footpaths and asked if a letter could be sent to the residents requesting that they are trimmed back.

Mrs Cornwell confirmed that the Parish Council has a standard letter which can be issued to residents.

Mr Wells agreed to provide Mrs Cornwell with the property numbers where the hedges are overhanging so that letters can be issued.
