Minutes of a Planning Committee Meeting held at 7.00pm 
On Monday 30th September 2019 in the Parish Council Meeting Room

1. Present: Mr D Price, Mr M Narborough, Mr K Reynolds, Mr S Wells, Mr A Evans, Mrs D Gotts, Mr S Scales, Mrs T Cornwell (Clerk) and Mrs M Kirby (Assistant Clerk)
Public: Mr Dave Butcher and his son Mr Butcher
Apologies: Mr P Bland 
In the absence of Mr Bland, Mr Price chaired the evenings meeting.

2.  To confirm the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 2nd September 2019:  These were proposed as a correct record by Mr Narborough seconded by Mr Wells, with one abstention, all other members were in favour and they were signed by the Chairman.

3. To record declarations of any interests: None 
4. To receive questions from the Public:  Mr Butcher explained that he was present at the meeting to discuss the Planning Application for The Limes.
5. To discuss Planning Applications received and notifications of the Borough Council Applications for Grant or Refusal:  

Mr Dave Butcher explained that he had previously submitted a Planning Application for a different plot within The Limes grounds, however stated that this had been refused by both the Parish Council and subsequently the Borough Council.
Mr Butcher explained that this new application was for a different plot within The Limes grounds and said that this would be a continuation of the existing street scene.

He added that the new application would still afford The Limes with an adequate amount of land.

Members referred to the circulated plans and noted that the design was similar to that of the recently built property in the front of The Coach House.

After discussion, Mr Price proposed that the Parish Council should support the Planning Application, this was seconded by Mr Scales with all members in favour.

Variation of condition 2,4,5,6 and 7 of Planning permission 17/02058/F to revise drawings no longer showing trees or hedging adjacent to the site frontage with Nursery Lane at STREET RECORD.

Public Right of Way at Hopkins and Moore Development – 9-acre field:  Mr Price explained that work to create a tarmac Cycle path / footpath at the Public Right of Way which runs alongside the new Hopkins and Moore development has started.

He explained that the initial plans for a 90-degree bend along the path have been amended so that it now curves to join the existing Cycle path / footpath.
Mr Price stated that at the recent Wootton Park Association meeting it had been suggested that a footpath from the new Car Park area could also be incorporated to join the new Cycle path / footpath to give users easier access to Wootton Park.

Mrs Cornwell explained that she had spoken to Richard, the site manager who had confirmed that this was not within the Section 38 agreement, however she had asked Richard if it could be incorporated.

Mrs Cornwell stated that she would contact Richard again regarding the situation.

Community Infrastructure Levy Update: Mrs Cornwell explained that some communication had been received from Amanda Driver, the CIL Monitoring and Compliance Officer at the Borough Council regarding changes to CIL Regulations.
Mrs Cornwell read out the main changes:
S106 Pooling - If you have any major developments coming forward, they will benefit from the S106 pooling restrictions being lifted. This means that off-site infrastructure such as schools, roads and medical services can be better funded as S106 money can now be pooled.
Exemptions & Reliefs – Previously if a person had applied for an exemption, they would lose the exemption if they started work before submitting the CIL Commencement Notice. This meant that they would have to pay the CIL which in turn would mean Parishes would receive some more money. Now, for any application approved after 1 Sept, if a person has started work and has an exemption, they would not lose the exemption but would just incur a surcharge.  Therefore, Parishes may lose this income.

S73 (Variation of Condition) Applications – Now if a variation of condition application is submitted, even if they have started to build, they can apply for an exemption. This also means that Parishes will lose income.

Mrs Cornwell stated that should the Parish Council have any queries regarding CIL matters, Amanda can be contacted for advice and information.
It was confirmed that the Borough Council has received the final instalment for the Nursery Lane – Hopkins and Moore development, a payment of £20,122.50 will be received into the Parish Councils Accounts by the end of October 2019.

Emerging Local Plan Review and Neighbourhood Plans:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that she had received from the Borough Council its Local Plan Review (2016-2036) Consideration of the Latest Housing Numbers document.
She explained that she had read through the document and highlighted to members the updated housing numbers calculation (August 2019) based upon the latest housing trajectory.

She stated that the BCKLWN current Local Housing Need (LHN) figure is 555 new dwellings per year, over a 20-year plan period (2016-2036) this results in an overall need for 11,100 new homes.
It was said that 10,608 new homes are already committed plus an additional allowance for further completions from West Winch at the projected rate of 420 dwellings needs to be factored in. (10,608 + 420 = 11,028).

Mrs Cornwell confirmed that the document also states that the 700 proposed dwellings at Knight’s Hill have been removed from the calculations, however said that an appeal by the developers is expected some time in the New Year.
Mrs Cornwell said that she would forward the correspondence received to all members.

Borough Council Planning Update Session:  Mrs Cornwell informed members that along with Mr Bland, she had attended the Borough Councils Planning Update Session on 25th September 2019.
She referred to the Agenda and confirmed that items discussed during the evening were the Local Plan, Neighbourhood Plans, Community Infrastructure Levy, Street Naming and Numbering, Development Control and Planning considerations when assessing applications.
Mrs Cornwell read through her notes and stated that regarding the Local Plan Review, a task group meet every two weeks to look at this, a report will be produced at the end of 2019, early 2020. After this time there will be another round of representations and comments will go to the Inspector.
Changes: There will be less allocations beyond the Local Plan.

CIL: Self Build, the three-year period of occupancy still stands.

Knights Hill Appeal: This will happen possibly early in the New Year; the proposed 700 new dwellings have been removed from the Borough Councils housing allocations.

Permitted Development: There are changes to follow, double storey might be included within the Permitted Development Rights.
Development of the old Kit Kat site – Hunstanton:  Mr Reynolds reported that he had read in the local paper that development of the old Kit Kat site in Hunstanton is in the pipeline.

He said that the proposal is for a five storey development of 16 flats and three shops.

CPRE Norfolk Rural Housing Conference:  Mrs Cornwell confirmed that Mr Bland had attended the CPRE Rural Housing Conference on Friday 6th September 2019, notes of the event had been circulated to all members.

Kings Lynn Transport Strategy:  Mrs Cornwell confirmed that Mr Bland had also attended the Kings Lynn Transport Strategy Stakeholder Event held on 24th September 2019, the presentation from the Event has been circulated to all members. Mr Bland will provide an update at our next meeting.
Norfolk County Council Boundary Commission Consultation:  Mrs Cornwell referred members to the circulated map and explained that the County Council are asking local people and organisations for their help to draw up new division boundaries across Norfolk.

The Commission has announced that it is recommending that the new council should have 84 Councillors in the future.

It was explained that the map shows the current division boundaries.

Mrs Cornwell asked members if they wished to make any amendments to the map.

Members agreed that the Parish Council should reiterate the comments it has made in the past.
County Councillor – Mr Simon Eyre - Members Fund:  Mrs Cornwell was pleased to report that following assistance from Mrs Sally Bettinson, the NCC Highways Engineer, Mr Simon Eyre has now agreed to contribute £3,000 of his Members Fund to South Wootton Parish Council, to be used towards the Meadow Road to Nursery Lane trod and the new Bus Shelter at Castle Rising Road.

It was confirmed that the Parish Council will now only need to contribute the balance of £2,373.50 towards the project.

Members were grateful for the generous contribution and asked Mrs Cornwell to pass on their thanks on behalf of the Parish Council to both Mrs Bettinson and County Cllr Eyre.

South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan: Mr Price spoke regarding the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan and confirmed that following a meeting earlier in the year with Mr Alan Gomm, the Local Development Framework Manager at the Borough Council, it had been recommended that as the Neighbourhood Plan is almost five years old it should be updated.

Mr Price confirmed that it would be of benefit to update and renew the Neighbourhood Plan as one of the advantages is that if we have a Neighbourhood Plan less than two years old and fits certain criteria – (listed in the Planning Minutes of 2/9/2019), South Wootton could be protected from the Local Authorities Land Allocations.

Members agreed that a sub-committee should be formulated early next year to review the Neighbourhood Plan.

6.  To discuss Highways Issues:   
Nursery Lane Hedge:  Mr Narborough enquired when the hedge which runs along Nursery Lane would be cut.
Mrs Cornwell stated that hedge cutting within South Wootton takes place in October; she said that she would contact CGM Ltd to obtain a date for the work.

(Clerk’s Note: The hedge cutting is booked in for week commencing 28/10/19)
There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.40pm.
