· The Parish Council would need to have clarification that access to Meadow Road will be for Pedestrians and Cyclists only.
· Only 4 bungalows are listed (Wentwood) and 2 appear for rent. There needs to be more bungalow provision which would be for sale on the open market.
· The Parish Council still considers that the proposed density of 32dph is excessive and not compatible with the average density of 16dph for existing residential area in the village.
· The Parish Council would like the developers to pay attention to green issues such as, rainwater harvesting the provision for renewable energy etc.
· The development should be serviced by a regular Bus Service
· Contrary to the Applicants paperwork, there are Brown Hares present in this area.

The Parish Council feel that the formation of the new proposed dwelling would create a different/harmful character to the surrounding area and is contrary to Policy CS08 of the adopted Kings Lynn & West Norfolk Borough Council Core Strategy and the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy H3.

By virtue of the position and orientation of the donor dwelling, together with the cramped layout of the new dwelling, the proposed development would present a poor relationship between properties which would adversely impact on the amenities of future residents and would not create a high-quality environment. This relationship would lead to a degree of overlooking between both properties Contrary to South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policies H2 and H3.
