The Norfolk County Council Bus Service Improvement Plan -  Invitation to respond to consultation: 
We have responded as follows:
I refer to the Norfolk Bus Services Improvement Plan and wish to comment on behalf of the three parishes (North and South Wootton and Castle Rising). 

In recent times, South Wootton and Castle Rising have seen the approval of major house developments amounting to an additional 1250 new properties. All these developments with potential increases in car use will have a significant impact on traffic congestion on the major route from the Knights Hill roundabout into King's Lynn. A road already heavily used by HGV vehicles enroute to the docks. 
The current South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan (2015 to 2026) has supported an extension of bus services through all of these new developments (Knights Hill, west of Hall Lane and west of Nursery Lane) to help reduce car use. Initially, funding for a bus service into and out of the Knights Hill development was approved but later withdrawn. Surely some of the extra finance referred to in the Improvement Plan could be used to re-instate the bus service for the Knights Hill development.  Funds should also be approved for a regular bus service through the west of Hall Lane and west of Nursery Lane developments, which could also help access to the new approved Medical Heath Centre adjacent to Edward Benefer Way.
A further new tourist bus service could be introduced from King's Lynn via Castle Rising to 
the Sandringham Visitor Centre.
I trust that you will seriously consider the above recommendations for improving bus services in our locality.

We have responded as follows:

Thank you for your correspondence dated 7th July 2022, regarding the updates to the 2020 Local Plan Review Sustainability Appraisal Report.

The Parish Council have carefully read through the documents and cannot see anything that would adversely affect South Wootton; however, the Parish Council would strongly support the improvement of public transport to help reduce dependence on car use. This is especially in respect to the new large-scale developments such as, Knights Hill and the developments west of Hall Lane and west of Nursery Lane in South Wootton. New or improved bus services into and out of, or through these developments should be a priority.
