Variation of Condition of Planning Permission 20/01123/O – Replace removed hedging with 1.2m Fence panels.
Recommendation: Object to the variation of the Planning Permission.
The Parish Council has read the associated literature attached to this Planning Application and can see that within the Wild Frontier Ecology Report: Heading 7 Mitigation, 7.1 General Principles: Point 3. Compensation – Where significant residual adverse impacts cannot be satisfactorily avoided or mitigated, the next stage is to use appropriate measures which offset, repair, reinstate or compensate for the predicted impact/effect. An example given of this is to replant a hedgerow after it has been removed. The Parish Council feels that to replant a mature hedgerow is a more appropriate course of action than to install a 1.2m high fence.

The Parish Council also feels that to erect a fence after the removal of the hedging is contrary to South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy  E 1 - Landscape character Woodland and tree belts, the quality of existing residential areas amongst mature trees, and the hedgerows as shown on the Proposals Map for assessment as the potential framework of the Growth Areas, shall be protected during the development period and retained as part of local distinctiveness. Where appropriate such features should be enhanced as part of any adjacent development. Where the removal of vegetation identified on the Proposals Map is required to facilitate development any such removal should be kept to a minimum and appropriate replacement planting should be delivered as part of the detailed proposal.

The Parish Council objects to the installation of fencing in this location.

The Parish Council attending the Borough Council Planning Committee Meeting with the following report:

The creation of high quality, beautiful and sustainable buildings and places is fundamental to what the planning and development process should achieve. Good design is a key aspect of sustainable development. 

With regards to this development the Parish Council feels it is out of character with the surrounding area. Hall Lane is characterised by two storey detached dwellings, set back from the road within large plots. The proposed dwelling represents an undesirable overdevelopment of the site which in turn would result in an unacceptable cramped form of development, detrimental to the donor dwelling and local area. Contrary to the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Polices H2 (d and e) and H3 (b and c).

NPPF policy 11 Making effective use of land stipulates that:

Planning policies and decisions should support development that makes efficient use of land taking into account:
The desirability of maintaining an areas prevailing character and setting, which includes residential gardens. The Parish Council believes that the proposed Planning Application is contrary to this Policy.

NPPF policy 12 Achieving well-designed places stipulates that:

Planning Policies and decisions should ensure that developments “will function well and add to the overall quality of the area” it is the opinion of the Parish Council that by shoehorning this development into this cramped site the proposals will be detrimental to the surrounding area and the donor property.

All in all, we feel that this development is not appropriate at this location.
