1 Stody Drive, South Wootton. 
2 x proposed dwellings following demolition of existing dwelling.

Recommendation: Object to the Application:

The Parish Council strongly believes that the formation of the new proposed dwellings would create a harmful character to the surrounding area and is contrary to Policy CS08 of the adopted Kings Lynn & West Norfolk Borough Council Core Strategy and the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy H3.

The Parish Council does not consider that this development conforms to the NPPF section 11 - Achieving appropriate densities point 124 (d). ‘The desirability of maintaining an area’s prevailing character and setting (including residential gardens). Or section 12 – point 130 (a) where is states that Planning Policies and decisions should ensure that development will function well and add to the overall quality of the area. The development of these two properties will not add to the desirability or the overall quality of the area.

The new dwellings will have little private amenity space contrary to the characteristic of the built form in the locality. The proposed dwellings would comprise a cramped form of development and represent an incongruous addition to the street scene, contrary to the NPPF and the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan, Policies H2, H3 and H4. 

Parking remains a concern at this location. With only two parking spaces per 3-bedroom dwelling, extra vehicles will have to park on the carriageway outside the property. This development area sits on a corner plot and on road parking would be very dangerous.

It is noted that there is an earth bund in situ on the site. The Parish Council feels this must stay in situ in its entirety, as it was put in place to provide noise attenuation to protect residential amenities from activities associated with the adjacent supermarket, car park and filling station. The earth bund also, importantly, provides mature trees and hedgerows. South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy E1 clearly states that such areas should be protected and enhanced. This area also acts as a nature corridor.

South Wootton consists of a largely elderly demographic, many of these residents live in large 4-bedroom properties and would like to move into a single storey dwelling (bungalow). The Parish Council feels that a single bungalow is better suited in this location and would respectfully ask that our views are acknowledged, and the plans are refused.

Outline application with some reserved matters for the erection of up to 4 dwellings.

Recommendation: Support the Application subject to:

Provision must be made to protect and preserve the stream which runs from the Green alongside Nursery Lane, under Avon Road and onwards towards St Catherines Creek.

Concerns have been raised regarding the view for drivers exiting the site. Vision would be obscured due to the height and width of the hedge along Nursery Lane. The hedge is a constant worry as it grows out onto the carriageway and should be regularly trimmed. A condition should be attached to any permission to reduce the height of the hedge with a suitable splay of vision in both directions. Where the removal of vegetation is required to facilitate development, any such removal should be kept to a minimum and appropriate replacement planting should be delivered elsewhere on site as part of the detailed proposals. (as per the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy E1.

Development should be sensitively designed and of high quality, have due regard to the character and density of the surrounding area and not have significant harmful impacts on the amenities of surrounding residential properties. (As per the South Wootton Neighbourhood Plan Policy H3 a, b & c).

The remainder of the area should be protected as open space for the continuation of wildlife corridors and should be enhanced with bird/bat and owl boxes to promote conservation and enhancement of priority habitats, ecological networks and the protection and recovery of priority species. Native planting should be used within the development area to encourage biodiversity. (As per NPPF – Habitats and biodiversity 179 (b).

Ecological surveys must be carried out as we believe newts are present on site.
