Recommendation: The Parish Council Supports the Application, details as below:

A new hedge of equal or greater length to the hawthorn hedge will be replanted on the developed site. The hedgerow on the southern boundary will be replanted and a second hedge will also be planted along the northern boundary within the private gardens of Plots 3 and 4. 

The new hedges will be planted with low water demand species15 and will include silver birch Betula pendula standards. A mixture of species will be used in order to maximise wildlife value. Hedgerow plants will be specimens at least 30cm tall at the time of planting. Planting will be in species clusters of three or five at random intervals along the hedge for all species. Clear plastic guards will be used as rabbit protection and will be removed and disposed once the shrub has become established. The optimal time of year for planting hedgerows is late September to the end of November, although planting is possible from late September until early April (apart from periods when the ground is frozen). Suitable native, low water demand species include: 

Silver birch Betula pendula 
Elder Sambucus nigra 
Hazel Corylus avellana 
Holly Ilex aquifolium 
Hornbeam Carpinus betulus
